He states the doctrines clearly and
supports them with an abundsuce of
Bible texts reforring to them, In fact
he bases all his arzuments on Scripture
texts and an appeal to common sense.
In his ansvers to objsctions he clears
away & vast amount of misinformation
and misconeeption about the Catholic
doctrine of penanco. For instance, the
common Protestant notion is that all the
Catholic sinner has to do to be recon-
elled to God, is to tell his eins to the
priest, and on this the priest absolves
him and serds him away rejoicing, Toe
error of this absurd potion Father Me-
Keon makes clear as follows : * Now
certain conditions must be fulfilled in
order to make aaricular confestion effi
cacious, [l =1, thesinner must prepare
himself by prayer and examination of
conscience ; second, he must confess all
his grievous sins without equivocation ;
third, he must repair the injury done to
others in the person, property or char
acter ; fourth, he must be sorry ior his
sins, either becanse they offend Oo'd,
deprive him of heaven, or condemn him
to bell; fifth, he must resolve firmly
with God's help to #in no more ; sixth,
he must forgive all his enemies;
seventh, he must resolve to avoid all
the immediate and proximate occasions
of mortal gins. If any of these condi-
tions be wanting the Catholic penitent
knows that the absolution given by the
priest is null and void, and that he
{the penitent) has only added to his
former guilt the horrible orime of
sacrilege. * * * Though rhe prieu_t, be
validly ordained, ard may have juris
diction from his Bishop, and may give
absolution, let me tell you that that
absolution is not ratified in heaven un
less the sinner is sorry for his sins,
and sorry too from a supernatural
motive, which may be either the love
of God, the fear of hell, or the loss of
heaven.” How different this from the
Protestant notion of what is required
of the Catholic penitent in the sacra
ment of prnavesl Father McKeon's
book is an earnest and direct talk to
the reader, and holds the attention of
the sincere seeker after truth, from be-
ginning to end. It is just the kind of
book for the Catholic to lend to his
Protestant neighbor, and also to read
himself.
