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Vstholic portion of the detachment of the 47th 
Krgt., Stationed at Isle aux Noix, to the church 
at St. Valentine on Sunday, 1st of June, Lieut 
Berkely accompauied hi» men to the church;

This incorrigible beadle, 
notwithstanding the Priest’s entire condemnation 
of his conduct, went a few days ago before a 
Magistrate of the name of Herbert, and obtain­
ed a warrant for Lieut. Btrkely’a arrest. He 
was not, however, arrested, but allowed his liber­
ty on his par<Ae that he would appear before the 
Magistrate on Monday, the 16th instant, at 11 
o'clock, On which day, Sir. L. G. Macdonald ap­
peared for the defence, aid filed a plea of • not 
yudtyl The prosecution broke down for want 
of a proof, and a judgment in favour < f Lieut. 
Berkely was consequently receded. We have 
reason to believe" that the military authorities 
will not let the case drop.

Canadian Militia.—It is understood that 
the Militia Bill to be introduced by the govern­
ment will confer upon the executive jwwer to in­
crease the active volunteers, in the receipt of 
pay, from 5,000 to 10,000. The existing law 
gives the Commander-in-Chief power to call out, 
but not to pay, the sedentary force ; and it is 
intended to supplement this provision by others 
sanctioning the equipment and pay of any force 
which may be called out in any emergency. A 
vote of supply will be asked to cover this con­
tingency. It is also intended, we learn, to pro­
vide for the more efficient officering of the Mili­
tia, and as far as possible to infuse the volunteer 
spirit into rural companies of the present seden­
tary force, by furnishing arms and drill instruc­
tion.—Quebec Chronicle.

The Chops in Canada.—The crops through­
out Canada and the Ixiwer Provinces are suffer­
ing much for want of rain. The hay crop will 
from this cause lie unusually light. In Lower 
Canada the weather has been favorable for get­
ting in grain, and the breadth of land sown is 
greater than usual, no actual damage has proba­
bly been done yet, as the weather Las been cold, 
that would not be compensated by a few warm 
showers, but a continuance of the present dry 
spell for many days more will make the prospect 
of a full grain crop very poor.

AHHIVAL OP THE “ AFRICA.’’

The R. M. Steamer Africa arrived last Friday 
morning from Boston. We are indebted to 
Hall & Beamish for late American papers. The 
most important news we notice in them, is the 
particulars of the battle near Charleston on the 
16th insL The New York Herald of Tuesday 
last says :—

From despatches received at the War De­
partment yesterday afternoon from Gen. Mc­
Clellan’s head-quarters, nothing of importance 
occurred in the Army of the Potomac yesterday. 
General Halleck sends the same information 
from his command on the Mississippi. Our cor­
respondence from the army in front of Rich­
mond, however, is worthy of close attention. 
Our pickets returning to camp represent that 
indications of some important movement of the 
rebels in Richmond were observed. The heavy 
rumbling of trains and wagons were heard late 
at night, and the sound of martial music receding 
from the city. The impression seemed to lie 
that an evacuation w as taking place, but it is 
just as likely that reinforcements were arriving.

From rebel resources—that is to say, the 
papers of Richmond and Charleston—we have 
accounts of a terrible battle fought near Char­
leston, on James Island within four miles of 
trial city, on Monday last, in which a body of 
l uion troops and some gunboats were engaged. 
Judging from the "statement of this journal 
which we publish in another column we think 

be little doubt that the battle at

time they did not disdain the use of cartridges, 
but poured heavy volleys against our battery as 
they advanced. But again the terrible discharges 
°f grape and canister mowed down the ap­
proaching line; and, notwithstanding the re­
monstrances of their officers, again the Yankees 
broke and retreated pelimell from the field. A 
third time the enemy formed his line and advanced 
m a last desperate effort to gain the battery, but 
egani in vain. The assailants had reached the 
ditch, end some of them succeeded in mounting 
the embankment but they paid for their rashness 
with their lives; and their comrades behind 
taking warning from their fate fled once more— 
this time not to be rallied to a direct charge. 
Our men all bear witness to the obstinate bravery 
of the enemy on this occasion.

Between the charge which proved so disas­
trous to the Yankees a galling fire was kept up 
against our battery from three gunboats in the 
creek, about 1,700 yards east of our position. A 
cross fire was also steadily maintained against 
us from the land batteries which the enemy had 
erected—one on the edge of the wood in which 
the fight with the 47th Georgia Regt occurred 
Ia*t week, and another between that point and 
the position occupied by the gunboats. Sher­
man’s famous field battery also took part in the 
*0**6* Dent, being divided into two sections, 
which played upon different parts of our works.

It had now become evident to the enemy that 
the men who held our battefry had no idea of 
yielding it, and the plan of attack from the front 
was given up.

Flanking bodies were thrown forward to as­
sault our works from the directions of the marsh­
es which skirted our battery on either side. On 
the cast side of the battery the movement was 
speedily frustrated, and the few bold men who 
ventured close enough to pour their fire into the 
post soon fell. No less than seventeen were 
killed outside the ditch and one who had moun­
ted the parapet fell on the top pierced by eight 
balls.

On the west side of the battery the attack was 
more eeriiua. The fismoue New York Seventy- 
ninth regiment took up a position so as to 
enfilade our guns and kept up a constant and 
effective fire of musketry to drive off our gun­
ners. They were met by the Charleston bat­
talion and the Eautaw regiment. For a time 
the fight was desperate, but the Louisiana bat­
talion, under Lieutenant Colonel McHenery 
came up at the critical moment in gallant style 
and the repulse of Highlanders was no longer 
doubtful. The enemy was, for the last time 
forced back with great slaughter and the day 
was won.

Our total loss, as nearly as we can ascertain, 
was about forty killed and one hundred wound­
ed. The enemy’s wss far heavier. We buried 
yesterday one hundred and forty dead Yankees 
left upon the field. We say Y’ankees, using the 
designation as one common to the whole army 
of invaders ; but in truth, the men who did the 
fighting against us yesterday were nearly all 
Europeans, anfl in the lineament of the dead 
the Scottish type was markedly prédominent. 
We captured seventy prisoners. As for the 
number of enemy wounded no correct estimate 
can be made. Glad to get rid of the un welcom­
ed task of caring for maimed vandals, our men 
suffered the enemy’s ambulances to approach 
within point blank range of their guns and to 
carry off the wounded, who must have numbered 
three hundred at least.—Ex.

The New York Post» correspondent says that

A rebel mail that has been captured confirms 
the report that Beauregard had arrived at Rich­
mond with the main portion of his army.

A despatch to the New York Tribune states 
that tbe Union River fleet was off Vicksburg on 
the 26th inst., and was to attack that place on 
Friday. Twenty vessels were in position, and 
Commodore Farragut is confident of victory. 
The rebel force at Vicksburg is computed at 
about 12,000 men.
