Last year the company sold a tract of
Detroit real estate to the Pennsylvania
Railroad at a price well above the book
cost. The company’s real estate holdings
are very large and have for the most part
been held over a long period of years in
growing cities. Although since 1911 it
has charged off $1,900,000 for depreciation
an official of the company recently said
that the enhancement in value of real
estate has been so large that no depreci-
ation charge was really necessary. The
company owns branches in seventy cities,
in many of which it owns land and build-
ings. Besides, it owns four public cold
storage plants. Its marine fleet consists
of 110 steamships, tugs, etc., and 571 sail-
ing vessels. Some of the steamers are in
ocean service. Shipping, as is well
known, has greatly increased in value
since the outbreak of the great war.
The company has been taking over new
properties at frequent intervals with little
ingrease in capital liabilities. In 1815 it
bought the canneries of Gorman & Co. in
Washington State. In the same year it
acquired the Mississippi Valley Warehouse
Company, of St. Louis. In 1916 it took
over the big New Brunswick Sardine
Canning Company at St. Andrews, N. B.
A number of other sardine plants have
since been acquired.— The Fishing Gaaette.

——London, April 21.—An Admiralty
announcement reads :

“The vice-admiral at Dover reports
that on the night of April 20 five German
destroyers attempted a raid on Dover.

“The raid resulted in their firing a
number of rounds into a ploughed field a
few miles from Dover.

“The enemy appears then to have
steered in the direction of some .of our
shipping, possibly with the infention of
attacking, but was met by two vessels of
the Dover patrol.

“In five minutes these two vessels en-
gaged and sank at least two, possibly
three, out of the five enemy boats, the
remainder making off at high speed dur-
ing the short engagement, escaping in the
darkness. \ :
.. Qur vessels suffgred no material dam.q
age, and our casualties were exceedingly
slight in - comparison with the result
obtained.

“Our patrol vessels were handled with
remarkable gallantry and dash, and the
tactics pursued were very fine examples
of destroyer work.

“We were fortunate in being able to
save the lives of ten German officers and
95 men from the vessels sunk.”

——London, April 19.—The torpedoing
of an unnamed Scgndinavian steamship
with the loss of all on board except Capt.
Karstein Olsen is reported in a Reuter
dispatch from Christiania. The captain
says the submarine rose to the surface
after the torpedo had been fired and
watched twenty-nine persons drown with-
out offering assistance.

The Norwegian press severely com-
ments on this incident. The Shipping
Gazette says the present situation of Nor-
way is worse than if she were at war. It
adds that the United States should have
the most cordial codperation of all the
Scandinavian countries in the effort to
shut off Germany from exports, even from
neutral countries. " All neutrals ought
voluntarily to break off commercial rela-
tions with Germany,” it says.

——London, April 21.—A dispatch to
the Central News from Copenhagen, says
an official Norwegian communication, an-
nounces that the steamer Bergengut has
been sunk by a German submarine, and
that eight of the crew were killed.

It is also reported that the Norwegian
steamer Norden, 766 tons gross, has been
captured by Germans and taken to Cux-
haven.

——Amsterdam, April 21.—The Belgian
relief ship Kongsli has been sunk by a
mine or submarine. One of the crew is
missing, the remainder having been res-
cued,

The Kongsli was hit” while in”the so-
called safe zone on Friday night. The
missing man is the second mate, a Norwe-
gian; the others who were on board,
thirty-four in number, of whom niketeen
are Americans, have been landed in
Ymuiden.

The vessel was struck on the starboard
side. Because of the darkness, the cause
of the explosion that sank the vessel re-
mained undiscovered. The crew was
rescued by trawlers. - .
Portland, Me., April 21.—The Norwe-
gian steamer Kongsli carried 6,000 tons of
wheat from this port for the Belgian Re-
lief Commission. The members of the
crew were mostly Americans, commanded
by Capt. A. S. Olsen, of Bergen, Norway.
The ship, an oil-burning craft, arrived
here March 17 from African ports.

The Kongsli was a Norwegian steamer
03,826 tons gross. She was originaly
the Artisan, built at Sparrows Point, Md.,
in 1916, for the American-Hawaiian
Steamship Company. She sailed from
Portland, Me., on March 31, for Rotter-
dam, with supplies for the Belgian Relief
Commission.

——London, April 22.—To-day the Sec-
retary of the Admiralty issued the follow-
ing statement:

“On the evening of April 17, the Donegal
and Lanfranc, while transporting wound-
ed to British ports, were torpedoed with-
out warning. The Donegal carried slight-
ly wounded cases—all British. Of these
twenty-fiine men as well as twelve of the
crew, are missing, and are presumed to
have been drowned.

“The Lanfranc, in- addition to 234
wounded British officers and men, carried
167 wounded German prisoners, a medical
personnel of fifty-two aud a crew of 123.
Of these, the following are missing and
are presumed to have been drowned- two
wounded British officers ; eleven wounded
British other ranks; oné royal army
medical corps staff; five German officers
and ten wounded Germans other ranks.
“One hundred and fifty-two wounded

German prisoners were rescued by British
patrol at the imminent risk of

being themselve torpedoed.

« Owing to the German practice of sink-
ing hospital ships at sight and to the fact
that distinctive marking and lighting of
such vessels render them more] comspicu-
ous targets for German submarines it has
become no longer possible to distinguish
our hospital ships in the customary man-
ner. One of these two ships, therefore,
though carrying wounded, was not in any
way outwardly distinguished as a hospital
ship. The distinctive markings on the
other had not ‘yet ‘been removed. Both
were provided with an escort for protec-
tion.” ;

The Lanfranc was a vessel of 6,287 tons
groge. She was 418 feet in “length and
was built in 1907. Her owners before the
war were The Booth Steamship Company
of Liverpool. ; .

The Donegalregistered 1,997 tone gross.
She was+built -at Greepock in 1904 and
was 331 feet long. The Midland Railway
Company, of Belfast, owned the steamer
before she wastaken over by the British
admiralty.

When they were ordered to await
their turn, many showed cowardice: by

The stretcher cases were lowered first'to
the boats. Meanwhile, in response to dis-
tress calls, many vessels came hurrying to
our assistance. Even while wounded and
helpless Tommies lay unaided in their
cots, the'cowardly prisoners made another
attempt and managed to crowd into a life-
boat, which, however, toppled over directly
it was lowered. Then they fought with
each other to reach another boat tontain-
ing some gravely wounded.

“1 shall never forget the behavior of
our own lads. ‘They tried to stand at
attention, crippled as they were, while the
grave cases were being looked after. The
crew and staff remained at their posts
until the last man was taken off. Some
doffed their garments and threw them to
those in the lifeboats wanting warm cloth-
ing, and in the midst.of the distress and
'tragedy our men were able to strike up
some popular ditties.”

——London, April 24.—1It is officially
announced in Norway, says a Central
News dispatch from Christiania, that the
Norwegian steamer Reiwce has been “Sunk
by German submarines in the North Sea
and the Norwegian steamer Skjold of
1,125 tons, in the Atlantic.

——London, April 2¢.—The American
Commission for Relief of Belgium has
learned that the relief ship Komgsli has
arrived in port, and that it is expected
that three-fourths of the cargo will be
saved. All of the crew, except the second
mate, were saved. The second mate is
missing. Officers of the steamer state
that she was undoubtedly torpedoed, al-
though a submarine was not seen. The
attack, they say, occurred in the so-called
free zone in a district where no mines
have previously been encountered.§

An -Amsterdam dispatch, April 21,
reported that the relief steamer Kongsl;
had been sunk by a mine or a submarine
and that one member of the crew was
‘missing. A later dispatch from Ymuiden
stated that it had been ascertained that
the Kongsli had not been sunk, but was
being towed into port.

—London, April 24.—Officials here of
the commission for relief in Belgium have
been advised that the steamship Ringhorn
outward bound from Rotterdam with a
safe conduct, has been sunk.

The Ringhorn was a Norwegian vessel
of 1,713 gross tons. She was 268 feet
long and built at Bergen in 1904. The
Ringhorn left Perth Amboy several weeks
ago on her last eastern voyage across the
Atlantic.

——London, April 25—Captain Rice, of
the American steamship Mongolia, which
has arrived at a British® port, told the
Associated Press to-day that the Mongolia
fired the first gun of the war for the
United States and. sunk a German sub-
marine.

The submarine, Captain Rice said, was
about to attack the liner in British water
on April 19. He declared there was ab-
solutely no doubt that the U-boat was hit,
and that there was every reason to believe
it was destroyed.

New York, April 25—The steamer
Mongolia, a vessel of 13,638 tons, owned
by the International Mercantile Marine
Company, left an American port for
England on April 7, on her second trip
since Germany's submarine declaration of
Fsb. 1.

—London, April 25.—The weekly
statement of vessels sunk, as made pablic
this evening, shows that forty vesgels of
over 1,600 tons each were sent to the
bottom by mines or submarines.

The statement reads:

MR. BALFOUR’S ADDRESS TO
CANADIANS

Washington, April 22—Arthur J. Bal-
four. Great Britain’s Foreign Secretary,
and the British commissioners sent to
confer with American officials, arrived
safely at 3 o’clock this afternoon. They
were welcomed at the Union station by
Secretary Lansing and the British am-
bassador.

ARRIVAL AT HALIFAX
Ottawa, April 22—The Rt. Hon. A. J.
Balfour arrived at Hal¥ax on Saturday
morning. He was met by Admiral
Browning, commading the North Atlantic
squadron, and Col. Henderson, military
secretary to His Excellency the Duke of
Devonshire.
In a message to His Excellency the Gov-
ernor-General,Mr. Balfour pays tribute to
Canada’s part in the war and urges that a
Canadian rep:esentative join the Entente
commission at Washington. Mr. Balfour’s
message to the Canadian people is as
follows :
“] am glad that owing to the chances of
war a diplomatic mission from Great
Britain to the United. States should first
set foot upon American soil in Canada,
and that it should fall to me, a Scot by
birth as are'so many thousands of your fel-
low-citizens, to bear witness to the hero-
istn and the patient sacrifice of yout sons
and your daughters.
“The roll of honor of the British Em-
pire has many names upon it which kindle
our imagination, and in the mention have
power to knit us all together. Upon that
roll the names of Ypres and Vimy Ridge

history that, when the cause was just and
the peril great, Canada would spare noth-
ing of what in peace time men hold dear.
“I knew well that heroism and sacrifice
are not confined within the limits of the
battlefield. Sir Robert Borden has had a
story to tell in Great DBritain of effort
prodigally offered to the imperial cause in
every township from ocean’s coast to
ocean’s coast, of the prudent counsels of
your provinces and their statesmen in
matters of administration and finance, of
the contrivance of your men of business,
of the munition work that your men and
women-have performed.

“Finally, but not least, I would not have
forgotten in the Empire the service of
Canada in the Red Cross. You have
combined to the utmost limit of your
prosecution of the war. In times of
reconstruction, such as these, they form
the only foundation upon which empires
can be built that have any service to offer
to mankind. I have been sent upon a
mission to your neighboring state. I
think of it as your mission as well as of
ours, and I trust that a representative
om Canada will join me in Washington.”
