10 SUIT WISHES OF

FREDERICTON, N. B.;, May 31.—
The people of the province of New
Brunswick were treated to an unusual
specttacle in the legislature on Friday
night. Some months ago the village
of Legere corner, Westmorland county,
was scourged by typhoid fever, result-
ing fromm an impure water supply.
One of the residents decided that the
remedy was to obtain a supply of
water from a distance and attempted
tc form a company among his neigh-
bors with ‘this 2nd’'in view. He did
not succeed, but applied to the legis-
{ lature for a charter, using the names
of his own family to make up the re-
quisite number of incorporators. The
people—or some of them who- had re-
fused to take stock—petitioned against
the bill,which was referred to the com-
porations committee - of the house.
*When' it was before the committee F.
‘W. Suminer, who nad been one of the
'candidates of the present government,
appeared before the committee' and
asked that the names of three of those
who had petitioned against the bill be
added to the list of incorporators, and
when it .was pointed out to him that
they had already refused to take stock
in--the- company and had petitioned
against the bill, Mr. Sumner offered to
guarantee the amount of stock neces-
sary. There the matter rested soefar
as the corporaiions committee was
conocerned. When the bill came be-
fore the house for a sécOnd reading an
amendment ‘'was moved to add the
