REVOLUTION
IN GERMANY?

Serious Uprisings Reported
in Berlin; Country May
Be Swept by Revolt
il

COUNTRY ISOLATED

—_——

Holland Believes Serious
Disturbances are Occur-

ring

—
London, March 22.—Reuter’s Am-
sterdam correspondent reports it
is rumored that serious riots have
broken out in Berlin in connection
with the scarcity of food.
“A despatch from Oldenzaal, Hol-
land, says persistent rumors are cur-
rent of great rioting in Berlin,” the
despatch says. ‘“‘Frontier regiments
are reported to have left for Berlin
to maintain order.”
An Amsterdam despatch to the
Daily Chronicle says;
With revolution in the air it is not
surprising that rumors are running
around that Germany’s turn has
come, and that Berlin already is jin
an uproar. One or two curious Qe-
velopments tend to support the pos-
gibility that unusual events are oc-
curring there. Firstly these rumors
all appear to emanate from German
unofficial quarters. Secondly, I have
just spoken to a German Social De-
mocrat who was on his way to a rail-
way station en route for Berlin. He
said he regarded the rumors as pos-
sibly partly true, and having large
interests in Berlin he felt it neces-
sary to return thither immediately
in order to see the actual state of af-
fairs and take steps to protect his
interests.

Country Is Isolated

There has been a curious absence
of private letters from Berlin and
Hamburg during the past few days.
Newspapers here are taking a serious
view of the rumors. Correspondents
have gone to the frontier to endeavor
to get ,information of what is pro-
ceeding. It may be that one of the
many hunger strikes on perhaps a
larger scale than ever before is in
progress, but from all available in-
formation it would seem by no means
likely that any revolt in Berlin would
have any chance of success among
the old men, who alone remain as
civilians. Nevertheless, after what
the German army and people have
gone through during the two years
it must not entirely be ruled out as
impossible that part of the army at
least might join with the munition
workers. At the moment of tele-
graphing the latest tidings from the
frontier are such as to suggest things
are indeed grave, though no details
are given. It is noteworthy that only
two days ago an official announce-
ment was made throughout Germany
of the raising by 20 per cent. of the
price of potatoes and other food-
stuffs, including rye and wheat.

TUSCANA PURSUED
BY STRANGE CRAFT

Anchor Liner Reaches Har-
bor Safely After Excit-
ing Voyage

New York, March 22.—Passengers
on board the Anchor Line steamer
Tusecania, British, which arrived yes-
terday from Glasgow, said that on
Monday, March 12, when about 200
miles out from the Scotch coast, the
Tuscania encountered a German sub-
marine. By putting on full speed and
steering a zig-zag course the Tus-
cania escaped.

The passengers said they were or-
dered to put on their life belts and
stand by the life-boats for three
hours.

No sooner had the submarine dis-
appeared, they said, than a myster-
ious vessel, painted grey, which ap-
peared to have a skeleton bridge
and a very high crownest, hove in
sight, but made no effort to speak
to the Tuscania. The Tuscania con-
tinued to zig-zag, but the odd craft
followed until dark.

Captain McLean of the Tuscania,
and the officers of the crew declined
to make any statement, but the pas-
sengers asserted their belief that the
mysterious vessel was a German
raider.
