He said the Government
was ‘anxious ‘to retain the services
of General Sir Williama Roberston as
Chief off Staff, so long as it was
compatible ‘with the policy decided
upon in common with Great Britain’s
allies.

The Premier said the policy oif the
Government was based upon the as-
sumption that the allies had suffered
in the past through lack of concert-
ed and co-ordinated efforts. It had
been decided 'to set up a central au-
thority to co-ordinate the strategy
of the allies.

Agresment on General Principles.
The general prineciples laid down
at the recen't session in Versailles of
the Supreme War 'Council were
agreed to by all the ‘Premier told
the House. Tt was also agreed that
‘there should be amn inter-allied au-
thority, with executive powers. The
only difference which arose was as
to its constitution.
