ENGLISH VOTERS HAVE NO USE
FOR CANDIDATE OF HYS-
TERICAL PETTICOATS

LONDON, May 15.—At the bye-el-
ection held at Wimbledon yesterday,
Henry Chaplin, Unionist and ex-pre-
ident of the Local Government board,
whose candidacy was opposed by the
woman suffragists, was elected by the
great majority of 6,964, out of a to-
tal vote of 13,662. Mr. Chaplin was
Joseph Chamberlain’s first 1‘eutenant
throughout the Ilatter’s protectionist
campaign and based his jight largely
on that issue. Bertrapd Russell, the
candidate of the woman sulfragists,
was _heavily Landicapped by the fact
that the Liberals declined to officially
nominate a candidate for tne vacancy
caused by the resignation of Charles
E. Hambro, Conseryative, and many
Lib®rals declined to support the nom-
inee of the suffragists.

HORRIBLE CRIME IN RUSSIA.

Captain of Police Beaten to i)eath
After Escaping Flames.

S. PETERSBURG, May 15—A hor-
rible crime is reported from the vil-
lage of Apraxino. The eaptain of
the police for the district happened
to pay a visit to the village on mark-
et day, when a large number of the
peasanf inhabitants were drunk.
