You will doubtless, 
gentlemen, wish to know something more 
as to the bad debt accounts, to which full 
reference was made at last meeting, when 
we asked you to allow us to appropriate 
a large sum for the reserve fund.

I know them well 
enough and have sufficient confidence in 
their sense of right and justice to be con­
vinced that, no appeal made to them, 
which is based on a case of actual hard­
ship or oppression will be allowed to re­
main unheeded; but I cto strenuously ob­
ject' now and at all times to any law “be­
ing imposed upon that or any other Pro­
vince at the dictation of a church. What 
has been proved by experience to be 
sound policy in the case of Prince Edward 
Island, of Nova Scotia of New Brunswick, 
and of British Columbia, may safely be 
applied to the young and lusty province 
of Manitoba; and if the time should ever 
arrive when coercive interference with its 
educational system is attempted, I will 
not fail to give effect to the views which 
I have so often previously expressed, and 
which I have now once more reiterated.”

The changes that have been made among 
the various factions of Home Rulers 
in the matter of seats are admitted not 
to affect the question of Ireland’s general 
attitude toward the union.

“Now, as you are aware, a great deal 
of stress has been laid by the friends' of 
remedial legislation upon this decision of 
the highest court in the Empire, approved 
by Her Majesty the Queen, as being prac­
tically a command to thq Dominion Gov­
ernment and the Parliament of Canada 
to provide the redress asked by the Ro­
man Catholics, namely, the restoration of 
separate schools in Manitoba; but in my 
own view, and I know that I am note 
alone in holding it, all the Judicial com­
mittee has declared is that the appepi. of-jjo 
the minority, may be heard, and that» jur- JJBa 
ladiction may be given to the Parliament 
of Canada by the Government by making 
an order upon the Manitoba authorities. 
This phase of the question, however, is 
essentially and distinctly political .and not 
judicial, or merely automatic. The Do­
minion Government cannot divest itself 
of political responsibility by assuming to 
act as a judicial body. In the last re­
sort, the Parliament of Canada, the mat­
ter must be dealt with on political—though 
not party—grounds. As you are aware, 
after the Judicial committee tendered its 
decision the Federal Government heard 
the appeal of the minority and subse­
quently made an order on the Manitoba 
authorities to restore to the Roman Cath­
olics the rights and privileges which they 
had enjoyed previous to the enactment of 
the Public School laws in 1890. That or­
der has.not been complied with. The Pro­
vincial Legislature, in a moderately word­
ed memorial has set forth the reasons, 
why the order cannot be carried into ef­
fect, at the same time intimating that if 
any real grievances ojo the part of thé 
minority exist, they will be duly consid­
ered with a view to their removal; and 
in consequence of this intimation the Fed­
eral Government has resolved, with the 
approbation of the House of, Gommons, 
to renew communication with the Mani­
toba authorities for the purpose et ascer­
taining . more definitely • what-, the latter 
are disposed to regard as grievances call­
ing or redress. Now, I have never con­
cealed frota myself that this whole ques­
tion is surrounded with difficulties, nor 
have I hesitated to frankly express my 
own opinions upon it when occasion has 
required. The line of distinction between 
secular and religious education is easily 
drawn. The one is the duty arid the care 
of the state; the other pertains to the 
church and the home; and just in so far 
as the two are conjoined in the public 
schools, to that extent Is the; danger, of 
the church and state alliance created.

I cannot remember any engineering en­
terprise, says a correspondent, that hEis 
been looked upon with greater suspicion 
thELn the gigELntic wheel at Earl’s Court, 
London. A year ago It was confidently- 
predicted that the work would never be 
completed . Then the circle began to 
assume more definite proportions there 
were croakers who sEiid that the cuter 
rims were too heavy for the strokes, and 
the frame work too light for the axle. 
Such criticism, however, was the result) 
of Ignorance. Never for a moment has 
the due termination of the undertaking 
been in peril—never for a moment have 
the constructors doubted the stability of 
the .structure.
