In alluding to the expenditures.of the
Gov’t he stated that oar Province had
a large surplus when this Gov’t came
into power, but this surplus had yearly
decreased, independent of the fact of
additional grants from the Dowminion
Gov’t, which had been all very much
diminished. The railway policy of
the Gov’t had not met with his appro-
val. Our Miramichi Valley railroad
was presented to the Gov't with full
surveys and profiles, and yetthe influ-
ence against this road was so great
that the Gov’'t would not accede to
our request to the grant in aid thereof.
Bat it had had one good eflect, it pre-
vented the Central and other projected
lines from receiving such grant. He
also objected strongly to the Immigra-
tion policy, as he believed the results
were not commensurate with the
amount expended. Was not satisfied
with the manner in which our financial
standing wus presented, as no correct
information could be got in reference
thereto.

In regard to the granting of our
lumber lands to build a railway in
Carleton County, only 14 members
could be got to vote agaiust this mea-
sure, half of our members supporting
the Gov’t, and our lands were taken
for a railway of which we would
never see the smoke. He' cousidered
he had done his duty, and on looking
back he did not see where he could
have done wmore for their interests,
and he with confidence asked the sup-
port of the electors on Saturday next.

Wu. Swin, EsQ., pext addressed
the electors.
