German Authority Says That Re­
cent Criticisme Are Fully 

Justified.

Berlin, Aug. 25.- -The Neueste
Nachrichten prints an article 
strongly criticizing the recent Brit­
ish naval manoeuvres. The paper 
declares that, after a careful study 
of the stories of alleged inefficiency 
of the British fleet, t' ey must be 
regarded as absolutely justified.
