CIVIC BOWLING 
GREENS E0R TORONTO.
Toronto, July 28. Aid. Welch has a 

new scheme for the recreation of the 
sons of toil in Toronto who have not 
the time nor the cash to enjoy them­
selves as richer men do on summer 
evenings.

He would establish civic bowling 
green* for the masses in the parks, and 
charge a small fee for the maintenance 
of them.

“They do that in Edinburgh. Scot­
land. and they only charge twopence 
per hour for a rink, which i* one cent 
per man. This paid the cost of keeping 
them, and at the end of the season the 
city had $1,500 of n surplus," said the 
alderman.

“Nowadays the workingman can’t 
afford to buy a bowling outfit, and they 
have no opportunity for sport or re­
creation. They ha\e to sit on the front 
step* and smoke their pipes in the 
evenings. Toronto might easily estab­
lish bowling greens in Alexandra Bark. 
St. Andrew’s Square and other play­
grounds and parks where the popula­
tion is congested. A charge of, say, 5 
cents per hour would cover expenses. I 
am getting more data from Edinburgh, 
and I’ll bring it before" the City Council 
in September.”
