Application of the Monroe Doc-
trine to the Panama Canal

M. DE LESSEPS' STRATAGEM.

The Times publishes this merning the
following editorial on the Panama canal :
—% The Isthmus is a heavier tax on the
industry of mankind than is either war or
famine. A few miles of oozy quagmire and
jungle, breeding pains and fetvtezn and l:;;-

zy negroes for a squatting ground,
::lf . thair mark on every bale of goods
between the old and a large part of the
new world. The engineers, headed by M.
de Lesseps, have planted the standard of
rebellion against this inconvenient geo-
graphical fact. In these times of stagna-
tion, M. de Lesseps might have failed, but
he has relieved himself of half the respon-
sibility by shifting the burden of assent
upon the United States, out of whose op-
tion he has fashioned a weapon to
subdue them to his purpose. M. de Lesseps
offersito the world a boon greater than the
Suez Canal. If it now be rejected in the
form he proposes, he will be_able to argue
that it is becanse of American jealousy.
Most patriotic Americans must teel
tbat their country cannot withhold
on selfish grounds from the rest
of the world and from themseives
the benefit promised by a stranger, with-
out assuming the liability in his stead. In
the view of most Americaa citizens, th.e
Monroe Doctrine is a law to; n:‘ture. })t is
propounded that b, e Monroe Doc-
:L a canal threughy the Isthmus of
Panama or Nicaragua, or any other isthmus
which shortens the distance between the
American continent and Europe, is vir-
tually part of the coast line of the United
States. Great Britain may congratulate
herself that the Caledonian canal is al-
ready dug, or it would otherwise give rise
to international complications. The Mon-
roe Doctrine, even in its most restricted
shape, was never admitted into the law of
nations. Its present application is a claim
to indefinite suzsrainty from Mexico to
Patagonia, though throughout this vast
region the Government of Washington ex-
ercises no power and acknowledges no
duty to the populations which inhabit it
Europe could not recognize so gratuitous a
demand. An inter-oceaniocanal would, for
every practical purpose, form as much, or as
little, a part of the European as of the
United States coast line. But while
Europe cannot concede the bare
principle asserfed by the President
of the Committee, there is no objec-
tion to the United States uiring
all the power it wants by subscribing the
necessary capital. « All that Europe wants
is that the black earth, which the world
regards as it might a sunken ship in the
Medway or the Loire, should be cleared
away. That the United States by fur-
nishing money should obtain a special
right to watch over the safety and peace-
able use of the new chanmel is what
Earope, and particularly Great Britain,
most desire. Bat the world is entitled to
ask the United States to make up its
mind either to let M. de Lesseps .ild the
thing himself with the rescurces at his
command, or to charge thens "ves with
the task.”

the joint-stock principle, with limited
lLiability. The thing has been pushed too
far, probably, and at one time was &
good deal of unwholesome speculation in
floating companies. But that is not the
question before us ; and the enterprises
gave working men an opportunity of in-
vesting their savings, which was a great
stimulus to thrift, and, so far, an advan
tage to the country. In a mill, which it
would perhaps cost £50,000 to build and fit
with machinery, the subscrihed capital,
which would be entitled to a division of
profits after all other demands had been
satisfied, would not amount probably to
more than £20,000. The rest would be
borrowed at rates of interest varying aec-
cording to the condition of the market.
You surely would not maintajn that those
who lent their monoy for such a purpose,
and were content with 5 or 6 per cent. for
the use of it, thus enabling, in good times,
the shareholders to realize 20 or 25 per
cent. on their subscribed ecapital, were

It is open to this objection,
however, that the past, if not brought be-
fore the young while they are studying, is
uever afterwards, in the hurry of present
day life, a subject of study, while te-day’s
topics are the curremcy which their life
trades upon afterwards. It is usually
with our acquaintance with the literature,
art and culture of the past a case of *‘ now
or never,”

In a lecture recently delivered before the
Nbrfolk Teachers’ Institute, the lecturer
thus refers to the ‘“ good old days” of edu-
cation in Ontarlo. He says :—Dr, Ryer-
son and the Council of Public Instruction
established the achool system of this Pro-
vince on a basis which endeared it to the
hearts of the people. To their wisdom,
fotbearance and practical good sense may
be attributed the success of our system of
education in times gone by. Now cen-
tralisation and martinetism reign rampant;
but very little good, after all, has resulted
from them. Nay, positive evil has sprung
from the imtroduction of the foreign
features that pervade the school laws
passed since 1871, The operation of these
laws is inordinately elating those who have
passed the examination ordeals, with which
they are characterized, angd are correspond-
ingyde‘?un' to those who fail to suc-
ceed. Youth a period of enthusiasm.
All are not equally bright, quick or sharp,
The educationists of the world agree in
condemning those systems of rewards
which depress or damp the ardour of young
people. Yt is useless, they say, for them

to contend, and therefore, becoming hope- -

less, they cease to exert themselves, and
will not even strive to attain that which is
easily within théir reach.
