The nineteenth amroal reunion of 
the members and friend, - of the 
Caledonian Catholic Association 
was held recently at the Waterloo 
rooms, Glasgow. The attendance 
numbered nearly 2,000. The Bight 
Rev. George J. Smith, bishop of 
Argyle and the Isles, presided. 
Bishop Maguire, after some humor­
ous remarks, said he was proud to 
see that while they gloried in- being 
subjects of the greatest empire the 
world had ever seen, they had some­
thing nearer and dearer to them— 
that they were oitiaens of Scotland, 
and, still more, of that part of Scot­
land beyond the northern line. 
(Applause.) But what came to 
him with greater pleasure than their 
devotion to their native home was 
that they were unwilling to forget 
that the language be bad heard that 
evening, the Gaelic language was 
the language in which Scotland was 
broug t to the faith (applause), and 
the language that was bound up 
with the early history of the Catho­
lic church in that country, There 
wai a feeling, too, he was glad to 
note, that puts the Oath olio above 
the English, Irish or Scotch. He 
knew Irishmen were at that gather­
ing as Scotchmen were a few days 
ago at the Donegal j and they min­
gled with each other on friendly 
terms, And it waa not a question 
of Irish or Scotch shoulder to shoul­
der. (Applause.) The solemn ded­
ication of the new ohanoel recently 
added to the Cathedral took place 
on St, Andrew’s Pay ft U a. m. 
Canon Dunlevy deserves to be con­
gratulated on the result of his assid­
uous efforts towards the carrying 
out of the scheme of reconstruction 
decided upon two years ago.

A lengthy 
stone staircase leads, we are told, to 
the Tersatto sanctuary, which, in 
olden time0, was never without its 
hosts of pious pilgrims, “ for did 
not the House of Nszireth,” queries 
Miss Preston, “ pause here on the 
mountain-top from the 12th of May, 
1291, to the 10th of December, 
1294, when it moved on, with its 
angil guard, across the Adriatic, 
and found its final rest at Loretto ?” 
To the feudal lords of the place in 
those days, Counts Nioholo and

Ihe necessity 
for spiritual direction la strikingly 
indicated by the strangely absurd 
and unreasonable notions and. often­
times, wild fancies and eodentrio 
vagaries in religion which people 
are liable to taka np and be led 
away with, In fact, there are very 
good reasons why the wisest and 
best among ns need the advice of a 
spiritual director. We are natur­
ally atlfiah, blind to our own fail­
ings, and disposed to excuse our­
selves and make light of the faults 
which are really more serious than 
we conceive them to ha. In cir­
cumstances of doubt and temptation 
we a>l know how self interest in­
clines us to pursue «.hit course 
which is most agreeable, or which 
seems likely to be most profitable to 
us. In fact, it is not too much to 
say that it is next to impossible to 
lead a strictly upright, conscien­
tious, consistent Christian life 
without ip) -itual direction, With­
out it eminent sanctity is- certainly 
impossible.

al the burden would be at once re­
moved and the journey of life would 
be resumed with fresh interest and 
joy.

Now, to prepare one for this most 
difficult and delicate office of spirit­
ual director a most thorough and 
extensive system of training is ne­
cessary.

It 
provides not only general 'principles 
bat particular oases, and for almost 
every case that may be suppoeetl to 
atite in the ordina-.y course of 
Christian Fife. It requires profound 
Study and great skill and judgment 
to apply the principles to particular 

This science is of course dis­
carded by Protestants who hqye no 
nee for it. They prefer to guide 
and govern themselves. As this 
science necessarily deals, among 
others, with subjects of a delicate 
nature, “ escaped ” nnne and “ con­
verted ” priests make nee of it to 
the dieparagment of the ohqroh, by 
appealing to ‘1 the pruriency of cari­
ons and lascivious ears." They 
might as well exhibit before the 
public the illustrations and the dis­
cussions of physiology in which are 
treated subjects designed not for 
general reading, but only for pro­
fessional men. Aa the proper treat 
ment of natural disease requires at 
times the discussion of subjects of » 
delicate nature, so the proper tfeat-
men t of moral diseases may exact 
the discussion of questions not suit­
able for general, indiscriminate con­

It abrogates the Decree of Decem­
ber 2, 1874, establishing a “ Catho­
lic Synod.” The Catholics abstained 
rigorously from taking any part in 
the “ Synod which, as long as it 
existed, was composed exclusively 
of “ Old Catholics. ’’ For several 
years, however, it has existed only 
on paper. The new Committee is 
looked upon as a more favorable ar­
rangement.—Catholio Review,

The spiritual revival that is now 
permeating Spanish society brings 
much consolation to the faithfhl. 
One of its most- striking evidences 
is the increase of religious com­
munities as well as colleges and 
schools devoted to Catholio teach­
ing. Scarcely a week goes by that 
one does not read of the re-openlng 
of some honored monastery or the 
inauguration of a new convent A 
few weeks ago the daughters of St. 
Francis of Assisi re-opened their 
old home of prayer and penanoe at 
Pedro Alba, Sonia, near Barcelona. 
This week the Mariets have bought 
the old convent of Carmel at Yioh, 
whioh has been a military barrack 
at long as therCwâs a soldier to oc­
cupy it Tie Benedictines are in­
creasing their monastic establish­
ments by re-opening Coquiliada, 
near Sarfgosse, while the Domini­
cans again lift their voices in the 
palpite of Oviedo in the Asturias, 
The Jeeuite, too, have built a fine 
college in one of the subnrbe of 
Barcelona that would do honor to 
any nation.—Exchange.
