SECRETARY DIDINT KNOW

From the Evidence of Mr G. P. Wells, Secretary of 
the Mountain Lumbermen’s Manufacturing 

Association Before the Special Parlia­
mentary Committee on March 

20th 1907
CHAPTER I.

Q. At any rate you have no knowl­
edge abolit the selling company?
Tried to Get up Selling Company.

A. Very little. I know very little 
about it except that there was an at­
tempt made to organize a general 
selling company.

Q. You do not know that as sec­
retary, you know it simply as a lum­
berman before you took office?

A. That is so.
Q. Will you tell the Committee if 

nothing transpired after you took of­
fice in that line?

A. I do not remember that there 
was any occasion on which it was 
discussed.

Q. Did you ever hear of the In­
terior Lumber Co.?

A. That was very much on the 
same lines; the outcome of the selling 
company.

Q. On page 199 I see there was a 
resolution moved by Mr. J. A. Dewar:

"It was resolved that the members 
immediately proceed to organize and 
incorporate a selling company, the 
members to be members of this asso­
ciation only and that the secretary 
be instructed to proceed with the for­
mation of such company, the associa­
tion to advance the cost of incorpor­
ation."

Then further on it was resolved : 
“That those present organize a 

company to be known as the Inter­
ior Lumber Company, Limited, to be 
incorporated in the Northwest Ter­
ritories with a capital stock of $250.- 
000 of $10 shares to buy and sell lum­
ber with the object of handling the 
whole product of the Mountain 
market."

That was a pretty large order to 
handle the whole product > of the 
Mountain market?

A. I' cannot help that.
Q. I say it is a pretty large or-,

" der?
A. It may be.
Q. They went so far as to get in­

corporation. They spread it on their 
minutes and still you know nothing 
about it?

One Thing He Knew.
A. I know it Was begun and that 

the Interior Company really obtain­
ed a charter.

Q. How do you know that? Was 
that before you took office?

A. They obtained a charter be­
fore I took office.

Q. So that you did not know that 
as secretary? j

■Q. In your connection as a prom­
inent lumberman can you explain 
why it did not afterwards live; w/iy 
it did not continue to do business or 
even start to do business?

A. I believe that the reason was 
that there was not sufficient of them 
would take an interest in it, and 
it was deemed impracticable.

Q. There was no differences among 
the members that you know of?

A. Not that I know of.
Q. Do you know That some of them 

said they could not trust the rest?
A. No.
Q. You swear that?
A. Yes.
Q. Do you know that that was a 

reason why it was abandoned?
A. No, I did not know what the 

reason was.
Q. Do you know who composed 

the company?
A. No, except it was a certain 

number of the millmen.
Q. Did your company go into it 

at all?
A. I do not think we did. I do not 

think we were members.
By Mr. Herron—Q. You surely 

know whether they did or not?
A. I cannot tell whether we did or 

not.
By Mr. Knowles—Q. Do you mean 

the Committee to believe that you do 
not know whether you took part in 
such a radical and mammoth enter­
prise as that?

Changed His Mind.
A. I think we did take part.
Q. Are you sure?
A. Sure.
Q. What recalled it to you?
A. What you said just now. I do 

not know whether we subscribed to 
the charter or not, but now when 
you ask whether we took part vin it 
I remember that we did ; we took part 
in the transaction relative to it.

Q. I see here in the minute book 
on page 205:

"The president referred to the fact 
that prices have not recently been 
maintained and that there were no 
outside influences affecting the situ­
ation to cause such a condition. He 

i then outlined a scheme whereby this 
company would handle the products 
of the mills and thus relieve the sit­
uation." |

Do you know what he meant by 
outside influences?

A. Outside competition, I pre­
sume.

Q. Do you mean American compe­
tition?

A. Yes, and Eastern and the coast. 
All the lumber that comes into the 
country other than from our own 
district.

Q. What do you think he meant 
by saying that no outside influences 
of this large incorporation would re­
lieve that situation?

A. I do not know what that 
means.

Q. You did not understand what 
the policy was?

A. No.
Q. I see here on page 206 a min­

ute of date July. 3rd, 1905.
"The letter from the secretary of 

the Coast Association of June 26, 1906, 
stating that a reduction would be 
made on boards and ship lock, which 
satisfactory arrangements were not 
made by the 6th by the association

to uphold our prices and requesting 
a telegraphic answer was read and 
ordered to be filed."

Can you give us any information 
about that?

A. No, sir.
Q. Does that not mean that the 

two associations were acting in con­
junction or expecting to act in con­
junction?

A. In my opinion that would sim­
ply be advice that they were going 
to do so.

By Mr. Herron—Q. Does not that 
indicate that they had lost confidence 
in the Mountain mills?

A. I do not know what it means. 
By Mr. Knowles—Q. You are an 

experienced lumberman of twenty 
years* standing and you cannot give 
us any light as to the meaning oi 
that letter?

A. It states as well as I can do 
what it means.

Q. As an experienced lumberman 
do you not know its retrospective ef­
fect? One would think that a sec­
retary would sit down and read up 
the past transactions or relationships 
of his association?

A. I do not know whether he 
would or not.

Q. Do you not thjnk it implies a 
previous business relationship be­
tween the1 two associations?

A. No, sir, I do not think it does. 
Q. With regard to prices?
A. I do not think it implies any 

business relationship.
Q. What do you think it does 

impjy?
A. I would not say what it does 

imply; whether it implies anything 
or not.

CHAPTER II.
Informed on One Point.

Q. On pages 207 to 213 we find min­
utes regarding this selling company. 
On page 215 I see there was a letter 
of the Coast association stating that : 
“A meeting would be held on 3rd in­
stant to reduce price to meet cuts on 
board and ship lap now being made 
by the mountain mills, was discussed 
and secretary was instructed to advise 
him of result of the meeting.” That 
means, I suppose, that the coast as­
sociation was going to reduce prices 
to meet your association. Do you 
know anything about that?

A. I know that the Coaet associa­
tion did reduce their prices to such 
*n extent that they very nearly put 
evèrytbing ouf of business.

Q. Do you know anything about 
that statement that they would re­
duce price to meet the cuts on boards 
and ship lap?

General Rumor.
A. I remember a general rumor that 

the Coast people, if the cutting of 
prices were going to continue, would 
take a hand in it.

Q. Thè Coast people would take a 
hand in it?

A. Yes.
Q. Was that about this time?
A. About that season.
Q. You do not recall anything 

about the letter?
A. I do not recall it.
Q. You do not remember whether 

it had the effect of making the moun­
tain men stiffen their prices or not? 

A. I do not know.
No Fines.

Q. Did I understand you to say 
yesterday that there were no fines 
in your association?

A. No.
Q. No provision for fines?
A. No.
Q. Are the typewritten minutes 

yours?
A. Except the first meeting—after 

that they are mine.
Q. Is your appointment in these?
A. I believe it is.
Q. Did you ever read them?
A. Yes.
Q. And will you say that this as­

sociation has no provision for fines? 
A. Yes; not that I know of.

Fines Provided For.
Q. I see at the bottom of page 220 

"All members of the association are 
required to attend the meetings < f 
the association in person or by proxy 
or pay a fine of ten dollars,* and 
‘carried** is written alter it. Did you 
read that?

A. I presme I did. I remember 
that.

Q. And you say that there is a pro­
vision for a penalty?

Not Collected.
A. Well, it has never been put in 

operation.
Q. Will you answer my question? 

There is a provision for a penalty?
A. Well, I have read the corres­

pondence.
Q. Certainly; but you don’t answer 

my question. I ask is there a pro­
vision for a penalty in your organiz­
ation?

A. I say all I know.
Q. Having read this, do you still 

say it?
A. Well, there might have been.
Whence His Knowledge Began.
By Mr. Knowles:
Q. I have here a minute book, ex­

hibit 45. Are yon able to affirm the 
correctness of this minute book?

A. I won't affirm the correctness of 
anything except what I have in 
charge in the office.

Q. What date would that be?
A. I went in there in October, 1805. 
Q. I understand you to say tnat 

prior to October, 1905, you cannot 
make an affidavit, but regarding any­
thing since you are ready to affirm 
the correctness?

A. Yes. So far as that book is con­
cerned my belief is that the formal 
minutes written in that book are cor­
rect onee.

Did Not Look Back.
Q. There are a few pages I am go­

ing to refer to. One page I am going

to refer to is 185.
A. In the first place I do not know 

anything about these minutes at all.
Q. That is pert of the minutes, and 

you say" you believe they are correct. 
Do you eay that you believe they are 
correct?

A. Yes.
Q. I suppose you are familiar with 

them?
A. I never read them; I never had 

occasion to look back.
Q. So far as you are concerned 

there might not have been any min 
utes. On page 185 I find this:

Visiting Delegates.
“It was resolved that a committee 

to amount to three members meet 
the Coast association every alternate 
month. The Coast association to send 
a similar delegation on alternate 
months to meet this association,our 
executive to carry out the plan. Car­
ried.”

In regard to that entry, you cannot 
state anything from your own know­
ledge?

A. I never heard of the proposition 
until this moment.

Q. Tnis was written on 25th March, 
1905?

A. I don’t know anything about it. 
Q. When did you come in?
A. October, 1905. I was appointed 

secretary at the meeting held in 
Revelstoke in September 28, 1905. I 
went and took charge in October.

Q. What were you doing before 
this?

A. I was in the lumber firm.
Firm Was Member Previously.

Q. Were you a member of the 
association, or was your firm.

A. The firm was.
Q. Had you attended any of the 

meetings?
A. I did some.
Q. Were you at the meeting on 

the 27th March, the minutes of which 
I have read an extract from?

A. I do not think so.
Q. It was held at the office of the 

secretary in Cranbrook. This is the 
first you have heard of any plan 
with regard to a meeting of the 
Mountain and Coast associations?

A. Absolutely the first I know of. 
Q. Who wrote that?
A. The former secretary, Mr. Gurd. 
Q. Where is he now?
A. I presume he is in Cranbrook. 
Q. Dou you know him personally? 
A. Yes. ,

Didn’t Know Some Things.
Q. Now turn to pages 190 and 191.

I see under the heading "Post Dele­
gation: It was resolved on motion 
that Mr. Manning or Mr. Billings be 
authorized to go to Vancouver at the 
expense of the association to inter­
view the Coast association with Mr. 
Jones next week."

A. I do not know anything about it. 
Q. Who could you recommend us to 

go to in Ottawa to get information 
with regard to that?

A Rejuvenated Organization.
A. I do not know that there is 

anybody .here who was an active mem­
ber and knew the particulars of these 
things at that time. Let me explain 
that at the meeting on the 281i Sep- 
ember at Revelstoke that the asso­
ciation was considering re-organiza­
tion. Now we are not members of 
the old organization at all ; it is prac­
tically a different organization en­
tirely. ,

Same Name; Different Work.
Q. Different men.
A. The name is the same, but the 

work is different.
Q. Who appointed you, the old 

or the new?
A. It was a meeting of the lumber­

men in Revelstoke. I am sure that 
s:ome of thèm wh|o attended that 
meeting were not members of the old 
association.

Q. Who did appoint you?
A. That meeting.
Q. What did the meeting call 

itself?
Didn't Know Who Appointed Him.

A. I do not know whether it was 
a meeting of lumbermen or of this 
association. I think it was a general 
meeting of lumbermen. I did not 
attend it.

Q. But you expected an appoint­
ment made in that irregular way?

A. Yes.
Q. Did you take the trouble to ask 

whether it was a meeting of the or­
ganization or a meeting of the in­
dividual men?

A. I expected the appointment as 
secretary oi the association.

Q. But did you not know whether 
you were appointed by the associa­
tion?

A. I did not know whether it was 
by the association or not. I received 
a telegram from Revelstoke asking 
me if I were at liberty—asking me if 
I would consider accepting the sec­
retaryship of the association.

Q. From whom?
A. From the lumbermen.
Q. By whom was the telegram sent? 
A. I cannot tell the individual’s 

name.
Q. On page 178 is a list of the 

members who were present at ..ns 
meeting in March. Look over tne 
list and tell me are there any of them 
here now?

A. No sir.
Q. Would you tell us a little more 

about the old and new organizations? 
Wells Became the Animating Power.

A. It simply amounts to this—that 
when I took the secretaryship I took 
it to conduct it in such a way as 1 
deemed best for the interest of the 
lumbermen, and the work, it was 
understood, would be left largely to 
my own judgement. I just wanted 
to run it on broad business lines and 
do what I could for the interest <>f 
the trade. The details were left 
largely to myself.

Q. But it was the same association? 
A. It was in a way. There is this 

dierenoe—that a groat many came 
into the association at that time and 
afterwards who did not know the 
work of the previous organization. 

Great Difference.
Q. But that was a radical differ­

ence, was it not? ,
A. I consider there was a great 

difference in the organization from 
what previously existed.

Q. That is your belief, but you 
know of no reason for it beyond 
what you have told us.

A. No; I know it is an entirely 
different organization so far as the 
work is concerned.

Q. The bylaws were not changed at 
that time?

A. The bylaws were never referred 
to.

Q. Did you' get a new minute 
book?

A. No.
Q. Did you. elect a new president 

on that occasion?
A. Not that I know of.
Q. Or new directors?
A. Not’ that I know of.
Q. They elected a new secretary 

in the parson of yourself; that was all 
—that was all the business so far 
as you know?

A. So far as I konw.
Didn't Know About Fees.

Q. I see on page 189 that a mem­
bership fee of $40 was charged. Do 
you know anything about that?

A. It has never been charged since 
I was secretary.

Q Do you know of any such res­
olution being prepared?
- A. I do not remember of any such 
resolution.

Q. You never heard ot that either?
A. I do not remember.
Q. I should have thought that the 

membership fee would be important.
That goes to show that it is a 

different thing entirely from what it 
was.

Q. On page 189 I find this:
‘It was resolved that a membership 

fee cf $40 bepaid by all members for 
the present year and afterward by 
new members only.”

A. I don’t think it was ever car­
ried.

Q. What I want you to understand 
is that I am asking you if that is the 
first you heard of it.

A. I don’t know whether it is or 
not.

Q. You may have heard of it, or 
you may not?

A. Yes.
Q. You would swear that you have 

never looked over the minutes or the 
correspondence.

A. Yes sir.
Another Unknow Resolution.

. Because the page I am going to 
refer to is page 193 in this exhibit 
45. It says : "The letter of the sec­
retary of the Coast association stat­
ing that they had appointed an ac­
countant to audit and check the books 
of their members with a view to 
prevent price cutting was read and 
ordered to be filed.” Do you know 
anything about that?

A. No sir.
Q. You don’t know anything about 

the means used in getting informa­
tion?

A. No sir.
No Communication With Coast 

Association.
Q. You have never had any com­

munication with the Coast company 
to youn own company?

4. No.
A. Never had any?
4. We have had more or less cor­

respondence with the Coast associ 
ation.

Q. Do you mean there was no cor­
respondence in connection with this 
matter?

A. Yes.
Still Uninformed.

Q. Do you mean that you have 
not found any amongst your corres­
pondence? because on page 195 the 
secretary was instructed “to write to 
the secretary of the Coast association 
to ascertain the nature of the agree­
ment which has |been made between 
that association and the Menz Lum­
ber company aà ’tô the maintenance 
of prices and tt-hat security there is 
that the sales tovretailers Will be ac­
cording to list.") You know nothing 
of that?

A. No sir.
Q. There is nothing in the corres­

pondence?
A. I don’t know.
Q. It is the first you have heard of 

that, too?
A. The first I heard of that.

In thie Dark.
Q. You are left in the dark so far 

as being secretary of the association 
goes?

A. Yes.
Q. The Coast association corres­

ponds with your association as to the 
prevention of cutting the prices in 
setting out the declaration required 
from the manager and the auditor ap­
pointed: “This plan was fully con­
sidered and was deemed workable 
with respect to this association.” As 
tb that do you know anything?
' A. No sit.

A. Coming in as you do three rr 
four montns afterwards and having 
been one and a half years secretary of 
the association, you know nothing 
about it? '

A. I know nothing about that.
Q. Don’t you think these are things 

about which a Secretary would be 
likely to inform himself?

Had Other Business.
A. I had other things to dq.
Q. As secretary the matters of the 

correspondence with smaller organiz­
ations—the matter of cutting prices— 
these are things which you don t 
think men in your position should 
understand and be familiar with?

A. The matter of keeping up prices, 
you mean? ■

Q. Are not these proposals keep- 
ink up prices?

Q. Was any work in any way ac­
complished in the past?

A. No sir.
Q. It was simply dropped?

By Mr'Sloan:
Q. Then penalty has never been
A. I know nothing about it. 

enforced?
A. No.
By Mr. Knowles :
Q. Who is Mr. Jones of your asso 

ci ation?
A. The former president of the as­

sociation.
Q. Mr, Wewar was a president, was 

he not?
A. I don’t think so. He has been 

vice president. .
