To violate these conventions, to vio-
late neutrality treaties, as Germany
has done in the case of Belgium, is a
dreadful thing. It represents the
gravest kind of international wrong-
doing, but it is really not quite so con-
temptible, it does not show so short-
sighted and timid inefficiency, and
above all such selfish indifference to
the cause of permanent and righteous
peace, as has been shown by the Un-
ited States (thanks to President Wil-
son and Secretary Bryan) in refusing
to fulfil its solemn obligations by tak-
ing whatever action was necessary in

of tame acquiescence in a wrong
which we had solemnly undertaken to
oppose.

Meant Literally Nothing.

“If I had for one moment supposed
that signing these Hague conventions
meant literally nothing whatever be-
yvond the expression of a pious wish
which any Power was at liberty to dis-
regard with impunity, in accordance
with the dictation of self-interest, I
would certainly not have permitted
the United States to be a party to such
a mischievous farce.

“President Wilson and Secretary
Bryan, however, take the view that
when the United States assumes ob-
ligations in order to secure small and
unoffending neutral nations against
hideous wrong, its action is not pre-
dictated on any intention to make the
guarantee effective.

" “They take the view that when we
ars asked to redeem in the concrete
promises we made in the abstract, our
duty is to disregard our obligations
and to preserve ignoble peace for our-
selves by regarding with cold-blooded
and timid indifference the most fright-
:ful” ravagés of “war*committed at the
expense of a peaceful and unoffending
country.

“This is the cult of cowardice. That
President Wilson and Mr. Bryan pro-
fess it and put it in action would be ‘of
small consequence if only they them-
selves were concerned. The import-
ance of their action is that it com-
mits the United States.”

“TWO fresh developments have ap-
peared in the German scheme of cam-
paign. They have sent Prussian and
Bavarian troops to aid the Austrians,
who have been ordered at all costs to
held ground along the front protect-
ing Cracow, and they are also making
efforts to cross to the north of. the
Vistula, the idea being that with the
assistance from the East Prusian army
of Gen. Francois they might threaten
Warsaw from this direction.

“The vigor with which prepara-
tions for a seige are going on at Cra-
cow shows that no illusion is.enter-
tained there about the way the battles
are going. The Poles are greatly dis-
turbed by a statement of the Austrians
that if they are unable to hold the
fortress they will blow up the famous
city and its cathedral.”

The S. S. Nascopie, Capt. Mefkle, re-
turned from Mediterranean ports Sat-
urday nxgbt after an eventful and m-
teresting trip.

Over Million Men
in English Army

FOR HOME DEFENCE,

London, Jan. 4—England’s.home-de~
fence army has grown to a member-
ship of more than a million in less
than three months, and apparently the
number will be quadrupled before
spring.

Occurrences like the German naval
raid on Hartlepool and Scarborough
in mid-December send hundreds of
men, old and young alike, hurrying
to take their places in this civil guard,
which will have an important work to
do if invasion ever becomes a reality.

Drilling is carried on generally
three or four evenings a week, in
parks, squares and school yards all
over England.

The force is to be equipped as soon
as possible with grey-green uniforms.

Should an invasion be attempted,
the home defence army will see that
the population of the threatened towns
is taken safely away. Arrangements
for such an exodus have already been
tentatively made in most parts of the
kingdom.

If a German foree actually man-
aged to land and advanced toward one
of these towns they would find the
town deserted and all the food stocks,
water supply and other material de-
stroyed. That would be the work of
the civil guard.

Even if nq invasion comes, this well-
nigh universal military training is
bound to have .a great effect on the
nation.
