The Chairman, Messrs. Harris,
Ayre, Macnamara, Bradshaw, Mullaly,
MecGrath, Morris, Anderson and With-
ers were present at last night’s meet-
ing of the Civic Commission.

A letter from J. M. Kent re the final-
izing of the agreement with the Com-
mercial Cable Co. was read and refer-
red to the Solicitor.

The Gas Co. wrote asking for a re-

consideration of the heavy tax on coal,
Last year the Company imported 5,685
tons of coal on which they paid $3,-
979.50, or one-tenth of the coal tax.
It was also pointed out that no other
industrial concern contributes any-
thing like that amount to the city. It
was represented that in 1885 the capi-
tal of the Company was $48,000.00 and
the tax was 30 cents per ton. The
present capital is $165,000.00 and the
tax is 70 cents. Though labor and
supplies have increased, the price of
gas has been. reduced. The matter
will receive every consideration at an-
othrer meeting of the Board.
““A petition was read from the resi-
dents of Leslie Street on the condi-
tion of that thoroughfare. The Engi-
neer will report.

Permits were granted to John J.
Savage to repair house; to J. Calver
to lay concrete sidewalk; to George
MeGuire to erect a coach house; to J.

Mr. Cummins’ plan was approved,
provided he pays for sewer extension
and installs water.

The Engineer reported that the new
pipes have been laid across Rennie’s
River, and referred to the assistance
given by the Inspector General by
lending the fire engine. It was or-
dered that the Inspector General be
thanked for his courtesy, and a small
sum was voted for each of the fire-
men who gave their services.

The Sanitary Supervisor reported
fully on the cause for dismissal of
one of the employees of the Sanitary
Department. The report was.adopted.

The motion of Mr. Morris as to re-
ducing the hours of labor for night-
watchmen on the street cuts came up
for discussion. Mr. Morris moved
that instead of employing one man as
at present the work -be divided into
two watches with a man for each.
Several members of the Board voted
against it on the ground that would
mean the reduction of wages. Mr.
Anderson supported the motion and
wished to add that adequate shelter
be provided for the men as well. On
being put to the vote the motion had
only three supporters and consequent-
ly was lost. After some discussion
it was decided that the watch remain
as before but that tents with stoves
be provided for the watchmen.

After the usual routine work was
gone through, the pay rolls were
passed and the meeting adjourned at
10.30 p.m.

The Diphtheria
Outbreak.

At last night’s meeting of the Civie
Commission a lengthy report from
Dr. Brehm, the Medical Health Officer,
on the cause of the recent diphtheria
outbreak was read. In the opinion of
the Health Officer the outbreak was
mainly due to the number of cases
that were not reported. Most of the
cases were mild, and many persons
thought them to be merely sore
throats or slight tonsilitis not requir-
ing the services of a doctor. Many of
these sore throats, he said, are diph-
theric in nature and are the chief
means by which the disease is spread.
An inspection of the milk supply
préved that the milk was not the
cause of the outbreak. Bad sanitary
conditions such as defective drainage
are not a direct cause of diphtheria
but they probably act to some extent
as predisposing causes by undermin-
ing the general health and lessening
the power of resistance. He further
added that flies may be the means of
carrying the infe¢tion. During the'
past week there has been no new case
of diphtheria except in houses where
the disease had been previously Tre-
ported.
