Is Entertained at Luncheon by 
Calgary City Planning 

Commission

Tells of the Steps Edmonton 
and Saskatoon Are Taking 

in Civic Planning

RA. M. MORELL, the landscape 
architect and city planner, of 

e Minneapolis, Minn., who has 
been engaged by .Saskatoon and 

Edmonton to lay out a comprehensive 
scheme for their future growth, was en­
tertained on Friday at an informal 
luncheon at the Grosvenor by thç. Cal­
gary City Planning Commission. De­
spite the fact that the Duke and 
Duchess were in the city and the Stam­
pede had a fair day—for once—a group 
of local members were gotten together 
to meet the visiting expert.

President James W. Davidson asked, 
Mr. Morell to jrelate the steps Edmon­
ton and Saskatoon had taken toward 
beautification and utility and, before 
the* city planner got through, those 
present were amazed at thé enterprise 
being shown by the younger western 
cities. Saskatoon has laid put a broad 
arterial highway for the main traffic 
and 100-foot boulevards down the. cen­
tre of which small shrubs and flowers 
will bS planted. Both Saskatoon ‘ and 
Edmonton are planning cjvic jcentres, 
but not of the elaborate design affected 
by cities like Cleveland or Chicago.

“I do not advise, in fact I strongly 
deprecate the spending of very large 
sums of money, on one centre,” ex­
plained Mr. Mor.eli, “and then neglect­
ing other parts of the ’city. I believe 
we should have something to show the 
visitor in all parts of a city—not just 
take him to çne great beauty spot and 
then have to say: ‘Tfris is all there 
isiv

Mr. Morell has just spent ten days in 
Edmonton carefullÿ investigating that 
city’s problems. He said his report, to 
be presented to the citizens early in 
the spring, would embrace not only the 
present olty limits, but land outside 
which the city will require 50 years 
from now. Of the courtesy of the city 
officials of Edmonton “from the mayor 
down” the expert spoke in the warmest 
terms.

Harmony There
“My wcrk has been a pleasure so far,” 

he said. “The park superintendent, the 
city engineer, his assistant, the city 
architect—all have shown me the great­
est kipdness. My idea when I go to 
a city is to get at things from every 
point of view. I want to tolk to the 
street car conductor, the dray man, the 
packer, the railroad man, the city of­
ficial, the clerk—everyone dan give me 
something that will help me properly 
td get In touch With the local situation 
so that I niay apply to it the principles 
of scientific town planning as prac­
ticed by the leaders of our profession 
both here and abroad.”

Cartwright was going 
home early Sunday morning on Ninth 
avenue east, when he encouijtered the 
three hold-up men. He had no chance 
to put up any fight, and after being 
roughly handled he submitted, .and 
lost his money. It was not long af­
terwards before they were picked up 
by Detective Richardson and a 
Pinkerton man. Cartwright recogniz­
ed the men and they are now safe 
under lock and key.

WINNIPEG WATER SYSTEM 
CONDEMNED BY EXPERT

Recommends That City Pro­
ceed to Shoal Lake for. Per­

manent Visible Supply

Would Take Until 1916 to Com­
plete System, Which Would 

Costal 6,000,000

Winnipeg, Sept. 7.—Prof. Siiehtar 
the expert appointed by Public 
Utilities Commissioner Robson to 
assist him in hie investigation of 
the water supply system for the 
city of Winnipeg, has handed in 

his report, and, much to the sur­
prise of the civic officials, he has 
recommended that the city proceed 
at once to Shoal Lake for a perma- ■ 
nent visible supply.
The coat of a single pipe line which 

he advises shoulfr be constructed at 
once is estimated: at *6,000,00», and he 
states that the line that would supply 
about 35,000,000 gallons of water dally 
could be completed, if undertaken at 
once, by July 1st, 1916.

The present water supply of the city 
Is strongly condemned, and the pro­
fessor also advises that the Poplar and 
Crystal springs project and the Win­
nipeg river project be not undertaken. 
To tide the city over until the new 
pipe line to Shoal Lake could be con­
structed, he advises that fifteen addi­
tional wells should' "be sunk at once 
northwest of the city, and he points 
out that die well system with all the 
machinery intact should be kept as a 
reserve supply In case of emergencies 
eyen after the line to Shoal Lake Is in 
operation.

Ultimately the pipe line system to 
Shoal Lake Wjould cost *12,000,00» ac­
cording to the professor’s estimate, as 
with the growth of the-city a second 
line would have to be built, and this 
would cost just as much as the first 
line. The professor speaks very highly 
of Shoal Lake ae a source of supply, 
remarking that It is as near Ideal as 
it is possible to find; and that the city 
Is very fortunate to be within a reason­
able distance of It.

trjck that has sent 129 men to earth. 
He reared straight up and1 feinted as If 
to throw himself backward, then took 
prodigious leaps and twisted and cork­
screwed his body in a fury of contor­
tions that threatened to tear him In 
two. The Indian sat his saddle as If 
glued to It, With hands up and a chal- 
Iege to “Cyclone" to do his worst.

Again and again the horse stopped, 
hut only for. a few seconds, when he 
renewed the struggle. Again he tried 
to throw his rider backward, and then, 
acknowledging he had met his master 
in the aborigine, he surrendered.’'

The shout from the audience and the 
fine riding told who would blossom 
(grth champion unless someone else 
essayed to try conclusion# with the 
horse or some other outlaw could 
equal his performance. Enjoying the 
thrilling spectacle equally with the 
thousands around the big arena was 
Princess Patricia and the Duchess" of 
Connaught. The Princess could not 
restrali her girlish enthusiasm, and 
stood and applauded with the others, 
her winning smile beaming upon the 
Indian as he rode by to receive the 
homage that was his.

Bulldogging World's Record.
Treading upon the heels of this event 

a world’s record whs set for the bull- 
dogging contest. Senor E. Cletnentd, 
oi the City of Mexico, bulldogged and 
threw a steer In seven and two-fifth 
seconds.

A few minutA later the lithe figure 
of the Mexican vaquerro was seen 
swaying sinuously over the side of his 
saddle, while the hazers were piloting 
a fleeing Steer down the track. Like 
a panther he made a flying leap, grasp­
ed both horn»; threw his knee before’ 
the steer’s nose, and both animal and 
man went over in a heap. As he arose 
a mighty shout greeted the «perform­
ance. Unofficial watches had caught 
his time Inside of ten seconds, and 
when the judges announced 7 2-5 the 
Mexican was conceded the first place

Ben Learnt, another Mexican, threw 
his steer, but his time was nowhere 
near the leaders.

Championship Work.
Oscar Lowrence made a pretty throw

Though suffering from bruises and a 
slight fracture of his arm a» a result 
of his performance Monday, Tipton 
swung from the saddle upon a heavy 
steer and piled him with a flying 
twist.

Art Acord suffered trouble with his 
steer, and /ailed to throw, dropping 
out for Jim Massle, who somersaulted 
his steer.

Clemento, Blancett, and Lowrance 
were left in the finals, Tipton having 
thrown two- steers. Blancett failed to 
throw his steer, and Clementoq. met 
with trouble on his second which 
strung his time out.

Then Lowrance, the champion came 
down at the track, and taking «plenty 
of time, piled his steer prone In front 
of the royal box.. Princess Patricia 
stood up and applauded the perform­
ance. * ,

No time was announced by the 
judges, and none could be secured’ 
from the management.

The final awards gave Lowrance 
first, Tipton secoifd, and Clemento 
third.

Despite the anticipations of the 
eight thousand odd- spectators that 
gathered at Victoria Park in the after­
noon Saturday, they were denied the 
thrill of seeing Ed Echols, the steer 
roping champion, repeat his former 
good work In the finals. This event 
was staged In the morning.

Ed. Echols Victor.
True Jy the faith that had been pin­

ned upon the victor in this event, 
Echols, with “Ribbon,” took down not 
only thé *500 purse for the fastest time

made during the contest, but the Jl.flfn'j 
for the beet average for five steers.

In George Weir, of Monument, N I 
M., and Joe Gardiner, the swift rope 
slinger from Sierra Blanco, Texas, 
Echols found- worthy foemen, but aided 
•by bis superb little steeldust sorrel 
and the experience of former years, 
when he lifted the southern champion­
ship, Echols stood out as a master 
roper. Hie «best average time for five 
steers wets 44 1-5 seconds, and that of 
We'ir, who took second money, 5» 2-5 
seconds. Joe Gardiner, third man, had 
an average of 54 3-6 seconds.

Again a new champion was knighted 
when Miss Fannie Sperry, of Mit­
chell, Mont- defeated Miss Goldie St 
Clair, of Merrimac, Okla., in the cow­
girls’ broncho bucking contest. Miss St. 
Clair taking second and Miss Bertha 
Blancett, of Phoenix, Ariz, capturing 
third. Miss Sperry rode with hobbled 
stirrups in the contest, but is a "slick" 
saddle rider, and one of the most dar­
ing cowgirls of the plains.
