HELPFUL HINTS.
Mutton fat that is considered unfit 

for cooking makes excellent shortening 
for cookies, gingerbread, |ems, etc:, Tf 
it is boiled with one third its weight m 
beef drippings (corn beef is best), when 
it loses its waxy look and taste. It is 
also good for frying potatoes, iish, cro­
quettes, etc. Waste fat that you in­
tended for the soap man can be used 
very economically at home. Fry it out 
and strain, then to one half poun.d re­
liable potash and a little water add 
three pounds of melted fat and stir for 
ten minutes, then turn into pans to cool. 
It makes an excellent hard, white soap, 
for household use. The potash comes in 
one-pound cans, but as that requires six 
pounds of grease, which the average 
household cannot save in a short time, 
it is better to use but half at a time. 
The rest will keep well by covering 
closely. Cut the soap in squares the 
next day, and leave to dry ; it will be 
ready for use in three or four weeks. A 
little oil of rose or sassafras added while
the mixture is hot will give a pleasant 
perfume.

Never use soap on windows. They are 
cleaned very quickly with clear hot wa­
ter into which a few drops of ammon­
ia have l)een stirred. Use plenty of 
clean cloths, or a large clean chamois

Blankets are made soft and white by 
washing them in a warm suds of ivory 
soap, rinsing in clear wrf.tet' of the same 
temperature as the suds, and when tak­
en from the wringer, shaking vigor­
ously. After you jnn them to the line, 
pull and stretch them, doing this sev­
eral times while they are drying. Dry 
as quickly as possible.

Chloride of lime should l>c used about 
the sink, set tubs and water closet quite 
often in summer.

SOME GOOD RECTPES.
Trifle—Cut stale cako in slices and 

spread preserves between ; lay in a 
deep dish and heap the dish full of 
whipped cream.

Havana Soup.—Two quarts of stock, 
one onion, ten cloves, four peppers and 
four tomatoes, one stalk of celery. Boil 
fifteen minutes, and add one cup of 
rice and one cup of salted shrimps. Serve 
when the rice is tender.

Lemon Sauce.—Put a tablespoonful of 
cornstarch into a bowl wit h a table- 
spoonful of butter and a half cupful of 
sugar. Beat well ; pour over boiling 
water, and stir over the fire until thick. 
Take up and add the grated rind and 
juice of one lemon.

Gems.—Beat three eggs separately un­
til light, stir the yolks, one pint of milk, 
and three cupfuls of sifted flour togeth­
er. Beat well ; add a tablespoonful of 
melted butter and a teaspoonful of salt; 
mix well ; sift in two teaspoonfuls of 
baking powder, and add the beaten 
whites of the eggs. Pour into greased

One of the efaft writes as follows ! 
anent the work of the steeple climber: I

I have often been amused by reading 
the thrilling accounts of the hairbreadth 
escapes of steeple jacks, and there can­
not be the least doubt that most of the 
articles written upon this subject arc 
pure efforts of imagination.

My own employer has a staff of 14 
men who do nothing else but repair 
church steeples and fix lightning con­
ductors. 1 can unhesitatingly affirm 
that many of these have pursued their 
calling for 20 years, more or less, with­
out any serious accident.

A^ a matter of fact, the more diffi­
cult the job, and the higher the steeple 
or shaft, the better the men like it; 
you see, it appeals to their professional 
pride. Each steeple jack is provided 
with a belt and a short chain, in order 
that he may be able to hook himself to 
the rungs of the extension ladders 
when necessary.

My own highest climb was a colliery 
shaft, 325 feet high, and 1 should men­
tion that little or no scaffolding is now 
used. One of the most difficulty jobs 
I ever undertook was to bring down the 
weather vane from the top of a 

HIGH CHURCH STEEPLE 
in a London suburb. This vane weigh­
ed 250 ix)umis, and. of course, no gear 
could he fixed over the spire, so that, 
the vane had to be lifted right out of 
its deep socket, and then lowered care­
fully down. There, is a real danger in 
climbing spires which have proeclijng 
stone ornaments, because these hold wa­
ter, and consequently rot with the re­
sult that “dogs" or staples driven into 
them do not hold.

Steeple jacks are generally recruited 
from among ship-riggers and sailors. 
Of course, these men possess what we 
call “climbing nerve” in a greater or 
less degree. The men are gradually 
trained for three or four years before 
they are allowed to make their first 
ascent. The first at tempt of the novice 
is made, perhaps, on his own account, 
or the steeple jack, whose laborer ho 
is,will send him upon an errand to save 
himself a journey.

The modern method of ascending 
chimney shafts is simplicity itself. The 
steeple jack simply climbs up a short 
ladder from the ground, drives in a 
staple above, him, and then throws up 
another short ladder, and so on; any 
damage to the brickwork is repaired as 
the man comes down.

gem-pans and bake in a quick oven. 
Codfish, with walnut sauce.—Soak one

pound of codfish over night ; pick apart 
in as large flakes as possible. Fry in 
one tablespoonful of lard, a clove of
garlic well pounded, and an onion, cut 
fine. Put in the fish and fry a light 

‘ at of ’-----brown. Souk one-quarter loaf of bread 
in t he water ; squeeze well, add it to the 
fish, with two dozen walnuts, chopped 
fine. Cook five minutes and serve.

Lemon Pudding.—Put a quarter of a 
pound of macaroons in a pint of milk 
to soak until soft. Beat four eggs with 
half a cupful of powdered sugar, until 
light, and stir into the milk. Beat the 
whole until thick and smooth ; add the 
juice of two and the grated rind of 
three lemons. Pour into a well-butter­
ed pudding mold ; cover and stand in a 
pot of boiling water, to boil for one 
hour. Serve with lemon sauce.

Fried Oysters.-Select large, fat oys­
ters ; have ready a plate of grated crack­
ers ; mix in it a tea spoonful of salt. 
Take one oyster at a time, roll in the 
cracker, and lay on a board ; let stand 
for ten minutes ; dip in beaten egg, 
and again in t^e grated cracker ; let 
stand for half an hour. Drop the ovs- 
ler in boiling fat, and fry brown. Take 
up wit h a skimmer ; drain on brown pa­
per, and serve immediately.

Oyster Rarebit.—Clean and remove 
the hard muscle from half a pint ox oys­
ters; iKirlx.il them in their own liquor 
until their edges curl, and remove to a 
hot bowl. Put. one tablespoonful of but­
ter and one-half pound of cheese (brok­
en in small bits) one saltspoon each of
salt and mustard and a few grains of 
cayenne into a dish ; while the butter
is'melting beat two eggs slightly, and 
add to them the oyster liquor ; mix this 
gradually with the melted cheese ; add 
the oysters and turn at once over hot

THE WORST CASE
I recall was when one of our men was 
working on the very narrow rim of a 
shaft 3Ô0 feet high. The man was over­
come by the fumes from the chimney, 
which belonged to a chemical factory. 
Ilis mate, seeing that he was becoming 
unconscious, promptly seized him and 
succeeded in lashing him to the chair. 
Here the man remained unconscious for 
two hours, as no help could be got.

The most extraordinary job I remem­
ber was that which concerned a big 
chimney at Bingley, near Bradford, 
which had cost £2,000.; Its shaft was 
found to be four feet six inches, out of 
the perpendicular, and was leaning like 
the Tower of Pisa. The foundations 
had settled on one side, and some funny 
men in Yorkshire suggested that ex­
cavations should be made on the side 
which had not settled in order to bal­
ance things. The great chimney was ac­
tually straightened by cutting a deep 
gap in the brickwork of the bulging 
side, whereupon the shaft gradually 
straightened itself^ As it did so, how­
ever, iron jackscrews of enormous 
strength were inserted to sustain the 
unsupported part of the chimney, in 
order that it might not erect itself too 
suddenly.

SHOOTING AFFRAY AT CLEVELAND.

Outcome of .llir Cirent Brow* Ktrlkc In 
That City.

A despatch from Cleveland cays:—One 
of the most dastardly attempts at mur­
der ever laid at the dr or of organized 
labor took place here on Frriday night, 
it being the outcome of the great 
Brown strike, that has been going on 
in this city for the past three months. 
As a result four men are wounded,two 
of whom are liable to die. On June 25 
the great. Brown Hoisting &. Convey­
ing Machine Company discharged its 800 
employees tiecause of a threatened 
strike. Since that time rioting has been 
the pastime of the strikers and their 
thousands of sympathizers. About a 
week ago the seven companies of mil­
itia were withdrawn from the Brown 
works and the police protection taken 
away. Friday night a party of ten 
strikers went to the corner of Wade 
Park and East Madison street and lay 
in wait for a party of workmen who 
came by on their way home from the 
Brown works. There were nine men in 
the little group of workmen with their 
dinner pails. Without a moment’s 
warning t he strikers *rushe<l from be­
hind a saloon where they were in hid­
ing, and with a cry of “Scab,’’ began 
shooting into t he crowd. A few of the 
workmen were armed and returned the 
fire. The battle lasted about three min­
utes, in which about 3(1 shots were fir­
ed, when the strikers fled. Four men 
were shot, two fatally. George Plumb, 
one of the workmen, was shot in the 
head and is expected to die, while T. 
Caldwell, another workman, was shot 
in the right leg and in the shoulder. 
Two of the strikers were shot, and one 
will die. The one fatally injured is 

, George Larsen. He was shot through 
I the lungs. The other, whose name is 
Hixley, is not fatally injured. Several 
people were hit in i lx- riot, but their 
names could not be learned. The police 
made several arrests among the strik-
