So re-
markable was the quality of the tubu-
lar drills, it is said, and the skill of
the workmen that the cutting marks
in the hird granite give no indication
of the wear of the tool, while a cut of
ajtenth .part of an inch was made in
the hardest rock at each revolution,
and a hole through beth the hardest
and softest material-was bored perfect-
ly smooth and uniform throughout.

We may see the planets of the moony
brilliantly illuminated by the sun's
rays, but the surrounding space is
dark, although we know that light
must be passing there.

The passage of a beam of light
through a darkened room is only visi-
ble on the dust in the air, and the cone
of light seen when the sun shines
through a small hole in a shutter is
not visible, but only light reflected
from the motes in the-beam. This can

| be easily and simply demonstrated by

placing in the beam a glass vessel
from which the dust has been carefully
removed. The beam then may be seeﬂl
before and after entering the vessel,
but is invisible within. A Bunsem
burner or a redhot poker held so as to
destroy the motes will also render ‘the
beam invisible at that spot. *

Light is only visible when it strikeg
on the retina of the eye, and it cam
only do so when it reaches it in a di«
rect line or is turned by a reflection or
refraction into a direct line. Just as
the bullets from a gun do a man no
harm unless aimed or turned in their
course toward his body, so light’is
without effect unless it is aimed ox
turned toward the retina.-
