LEAD THE LEAGUE TED TO LONDON Mr. H. H. Rennie, of this city, was 
elected by acclamation to the presi­
dency of the Ontario Commercial 
Travellers’ Association, at the regular 
general meeting of the association 
held in the board rooms Saturday af­
ternoon. He succeeds Mr. Donald Fer­
guson, who held the post during the 
past year.

The meeting was a largely-attended 
one, and reports of a most successful 
year's work were presented. Mr. Fer­
guson, the retiring president, thanked 
the officers and members generally for 
the hearty support that had been 
given him during his term of office. 
Good progress had been made in the 
work of the association, and the mem­
bership had increased by 145.

Mr. Ferguson referred to the great 
loss which the association had sus­
tained through the death of Lieut.-Col. 
J. W. Little, who had held the office 
of trustee for 28 years. "We desire 
to record our great obligation for his 
many valuable services rendered the 
organization, and our deep sense of 
loss sustained by his death," he said.

Membership Is 3,342.
Reports showed the total member­

ship of the association to be 3,342, an 
increase of 145 members during the 
year. The sum of $21,000 was added 
to the reserve fund, making the total 
amount $281,000. Monetary benefits to 
the amount of $18,955 had accrued.

The association had continued its 
efforts to secure better hotel accom­
modation for themselves and the pub­
lic in general, and gratifying success 
had resulted, although much remained 
to be done. Dec. 20, was fixed as the 
date of the annual meeting, when the 
election of officers will be completed.

Washington, Nov. 3. — The “war 

plans" of the army ordnance depart­
ment are completed, and for the first 
time in the history of the United 
States, the country is in readiness at 
a moment’s notice to arm and equip 
500,000 men to send into the field in 
the event of war with a first-class 
power. These plans have been worked 
out during the past six years through 
the systematic and unremitting labor 
of Lieut.-Col. J. T. Thompson, of the 
ordnance department under the direc­
tion of Brigadier-General William 
Mercer, chief of the bureau.

Col. Thompson pointed out that his 
“war plan" is based upon conditions 
as they would actually exist in the 
event of hostilities. The line of the 
regular army would be increased to 
its maximum enlisted strength as pro­
vided for by law; the entire organized 
militia of the country would be 
mustered into the service of the United 
States at full war strength, and the 
remainder would be raised by the en­
listment of volunteers. The "war 
plan" as now completed provides that 
this force shall be armed and equipped 
at concentration camps before the 
different units are sent to the scenes 
of operation.
