House of Commons. Hon. Dr. Manion 
is himself a returned soldier, having 
served overseas with the C. E. F., and 
is the author of "A Surgeon in Arms, 
a war book which attracted a great 
deal of attention throughout Canada. 
He won the Military Cross at Vimy 
Ridge.

Hon. H. B. Bennett, of Calgary, who 
succeeds Rt. Hon. C. J. Doherty as min­
ister of justice, has been recognized 
for long as one of the outstanding 
political figures in the prairie provinces 
and as a clever lawyer He first came 
into the Federal House of Commons 
in 1911. The new minister of justice 
was born at Hopewell, Albert County, 
N. B., in 1870, of United Empire Loyal­
ist stock.

Hon. H. H. Stevens, minister of trade 
and commerce, came into the House of 
Communs to represent Vancouver in 
1911. He was burr, in England in 1878, 
but came to Canada when nine years 
old, and was educated at Peterboro, 
Ont.

Hon. J. R. Wilson, minister without 
portfolio, is well known throughout 
Saskatchewan as one of the men who 
was prominent in building up the city ot 
Saskatoon. Hon. Mr. Wilson was a 
pioneer miller and grain buyer in Sask­
atoon, who first came into federal poli­
tics when he was elected for Saskatoon 
in 1917.

Hon. J. A. Stewart of Lanark, the new 
minister of railways and canals, was 
elected by acclamation in his constitu­
ency at a by-election held May 3, 1918, 
to fill the vacancy caused by the death 
of Hon. A. E. Hanna. Hon. Mr. Stewart 
is a businessman of wide experience.

Vigorous Debater.
Hon. J. W. Edwards, minister of 

health, immigration and colonization, is 
a well-known figure in Canadian parlia­
mentary life. He was born in Frontenac 
County, Ontario, 1885, and first repre­
sented that constituency in the House 
of Commons in 1902. He is a physician. 
In the House he is known as a vigor­
ous debater, who gives no quarter and 
expects none.

Hon. J. B. M. Baxter, the new minis­
ter of customs and excise, is leader of 
the Opposition in the New Brunswick 
Legislature, and has been prominent in 
New Brunswick politics for many years. 
He was appointed attorney-general in 
the Clarke administration in 1914. He 
was born at St. John in 1868.

Hon. Edmund Bristol, K. C., minister 
without portfolio, has been in the Com­
mons since 1905, representing Toronto 
Center. He is a barrister, a director of 
the Canada Securities Corporation, Can­
ada Steamship Lines, Limited, and other 
corporations.
