Let us ask our-
selves what has taken place in the
Tnited States during these four years.
Have the exports and the trade of the
United States market largely increased
from 1896 to 1900? Go to the records,
and what do the records gsay?

which would , show that fnce'towards
the Dominion of Canada and its goods
should come in under a more favorable
tariff than all other countries. And,
sir, that was what was passed. Great:
PBritain was not mentioned particularly;
Great Britain was not ‘specially desig-
nated; Great Britain, by the express
statement of Sir Richard Gartwri(ght
and Sir Wilfrid Laurier and Mr. Davies
and Mr. Fielding himself, had no better
and no other status than any other
country on the globe whose tariff would
be made to suit the requirements of
being as low or lower on the average
than the tariff of Canada with refer-
ence to that country. Now, that was
passed in spite of. the Belgian and Ger-
man treaties. - That was the horse that
Sir Charles Tupper objected to. That
was the horse against which Sir Charles
Tupper launched his speech. That was
not the horse which continued. That
horse was made to draw into this coun-
try the goods and products of the
United States just as well ds those of

to patronize that line. I could not see
that patriotism required that I should ac-
cept less for my money than another com-
pany offered, but he assured me. out of the
fullness of his ignorance—for he had never
travelled on the American boats—that the
much vaunted superiority of the Yankee
crafe was purely a mater of imagination
or nrejudice. so I decided to try the Cutch.

The Cutch is now on the rocks—she nar-
rowly avoided the same mishap on that trip

walt at all times for her. rather than to
take one of the Canadian boats! You see,
if a man does not know his business, even
a slow pace will not help him to avold
shipwreck—either on land or sea. That ex-
nerience furnished me with food for re-
flection—and in it the Victoria merchant
oneht to find a ‘“hook to hang a thought
on” too. In looking about Seattle. and
later Victoria, I naturally contrasted the
improvements made in each gince mv last
visit, in 1807. I was jn Victoria once prior
