Under that law the j try a man
number just six, no more andno less, The
stipendiary magistrate who holda gffice
during pleasure of the crown, summons &%
many jurors as may be required for a
trial; in this part of his duty he is not
limited as to mnmber: they are $o be male
persons, and such =8 he, the stipendiary
magistrate, thinks suitable in that behalf.
Any person srnlpodfortrmotfdony
roay challenge six of those jurors and the
orown may challenge four, If the chal-
lenges exhaust the jurors summoned for
the trial *‘the stipendiary magistrate
directs seme constable or other person fo
summon by werd of meuth from among
the bystanders or frem the neighborhood
euch number of persons as may be neces-
sary to make up & jury.”

Was there eyer such & menstrous jury
law for a oivilized ocountry as thisin a
Europesn uncivilized country ? It is ot

$he jurors in number all hollow. KFancy
six jurors! and counsel, more than the
fingers on & man’s hand—or & man’s two
hande,

There is this to be said: the jury part of
the trial beats the division court law of
Ontario by one. In Ontario there must be
& jury of five, and they must be unanimous
fn their verdict; in the Northwest a jury
of six, but whether the verdict must be
ananimous or not may be food for the
lawyers to digest. In Ontario law the
werdict of the jury must be unanimons by
the expressed terms of the statute—
whether the manufacturers of law for the
Northwest have made such provision
remains to be seen. Inm due time it is to
be expected that the remarkable trial of
Louis Riel will evolve more law and more
¢risl than the most famous of modern
“sgauses celebres,” though its capacious maw
may swallow but six jurors.
