Park is the covered saddling paddock. In 
fact everything is up to the standard of the 
majority of American courses. The club 
house, which is situated just west of the 
entrance, is a cosy little place of the high­
est order, and from which an excellent.-iew 
of the races can be had. As to the track, 
it is in capital condition, and a noticeable 
feature is that the turns are well thrown 

The distance of the track is one mile 
and 498 feet around, the inner, or trotting 
track, being one mile. On the two tracks 
are 26 miles of tile drains.
