in it. Until Chattelle’s confession to a
World reporter, it was supposed that
the murder was committed to hide a
greater crime and prevent the victim
giving the alarm. . Pathologists who
bave become interested in the case don’t
believe this, however. That lust and
cruelty frequently occur together is a
fact that has long been recognized and
not unfrequently observed. Writers of
all kinds have called attention to this
phenomenon, and Dr. ‘R. Von Krafit-
. Ebing, professor in the University of
Vienna, in hi¢ recent work (1894) cites

But
perhaps the most important case cited
is that’ of one Meneselon, who was ®x-
amined, declared to be mentally sound
and executed. A four-year-old girl was
missing from her parents’ home April 15,
1830. On April 16, Meneselon, bne of
the occupants of the house, was arreste.d.
The forearm of the child was. found in
his pocket. Parts of the body could
not be found. Meneselon expressed no
remorse, asserting that his deed was an
accident. !

Three times during Friday night did
Turnkey Hugh Jack view his prisoner,
who did not even stir in his sleep. He
lay on the broad of his back on. his nat-
row cot, breathing deeply and regularly
a sleep of utter physical fatigue. _ Oec-
casjonally a sonorous trumpeting snore
would come from his broad nostrils, but
tliat was the only interruption to - his
regular respiration.

His dinner and
supper were also devoured with keen re-
lish. Having made his revolting confession
Chattelle has relapsed into his habitual
taciturnity, and has said no more’about
the matter. He was supplied with the
Saturday daily papers, and eagerly reas
the Teports of the inquest and proceed-
ings at Listowel.

The clothing worn by Chattelle at the
time of his arrest will be an important
exhibit at the trial in March. It has
been removed, and the prisoner now
wears the ° ordinary parti-colored
prison garb. Although Chattelle has ex-
pressed no desire for spiritual consola-
tion, he has, through the kind offices of
Warden Nichol, been provided with a
Bible, which so far remains unopened.

Chattelle, although professedly a
French-Canadian, is not a Catholic. He
sticks to it that he has no religion. His
creed as far as can be ascertained is
fatalism. It might be summed up in the
Oriental monosyllable “Kismet.”

“As well die to-day as to-morrow,” he
has remarked, and that is still his atti-
tude, 1

The Ripper Theory

The Jack the Ripper theory is quite
popular here considering the description
of that infamous wretch. Crown-Attor-
ney Idington received a communication
from the superintendent of the Rock-
wood Asylum, which, although not iden-
tifying the prisoner with the Ripper,
suggested that Chattelle might be 'a
monomanijac on the same subject.

Chief McCarthy is authority for the
statement that this is not ghe first
time Chattelle has been led in custody
throuzh an angry crowd. Chattelle had
a way of drawinz his custodians into
him and crouchinz between them as
shields from violence, which could only
bhave been born of experience.

A visit made by the crown authorities
to Chattelle on Saturday afternoon elicit-
ed nothinz further.

The Jury Declares Her ' Not
Guilty ” of Murder.

Justice MacMahon’s Strong Charge
to the Jury.

The Verdict Was Rather s Surprise
and Was Greeted . With Cheers—
Justice MacMahon Says the Jury Took
& Mecrciful View of the Case and
Would Have Been Justified in Coming
to Quite a Different Conclusion.

Brantford, = Ont., Oct. 28,—Late on
Saturday evening, the jury which - had
for four days listened to the evidence
brought in a verdict declaring Maria
Hartley “not guilty ” of the charge of
murder., The verdict was received with
an outburst of cheering. : :

The evidence put in by the defence was
solely with the object of proving the un-
reliability. of Ling’s evidence. A score
of reputable farmers were put in the box,
who swore that they would not' believe
the hired man on oath.

It was a little after 1 o’clock when
Mr. Osler begdn his address to the §ury.
His opening“remarks were relative to the
great duties devolving on them in a

.} verdict upon the life of a fellow-being,

who ie not a maan, but a woman who is
in the prime of life. It is a great and
terrible respousibility on each of you,
and it is just as great as if you arose
from your jury seat, and said, Take that
woman out- and kill her, or take that
woman out and free her. You are to
deliver- that woman to the executioner
or to her freedom by evidence, and by
evidence alone. You are?not to con-
vict her for murder because she has done
something else which was wrong. Your
minds must be free from reasonable doubt
if you comvict her. . I know that you
will endeavor to get at the truth and
nothing which I can say to' you will aid
the prisoner unless it is justified by the
evidence. ;
Mr. Qsler's Afidress.

The evidence of Sarah Allen,. Daniel
Quigg and Nellie Quigg was discussed
and carefully sifted. - Much of the evi-
dence given was attributed to the gossip
and current talk of the neighborhood.
The statements of the other witnesses
who spoke as to rélations of the ac-
cused woman and Ling were dissected
and diecrepancies noted.

Mr. Osler then touched upon the evi-
den¢e relative to the visitors who were
at /the house during his illness, and the
attentions and relations of husband gnd
wife, Her saying to Dr. Haight that
Caleb must have had a great dose /in
Hamilton was fonsistent with her in-

nocence. Does it look like the evidence
of guilt on the statement of innocence?,
There is nothing from which you canj
add to the testimony of guilt. Mrs. Hart-
ley’s, statement was that $4000 of in-
surance was reasonable and enodgh, and
it meant that she was looking t0- -him
living and not dead.

Ellen Ling was another witness the de-
fence has not had the advahtage of cross-
examining as sufficiently as necessary. She
is hysterical, and broke down twice, and
considering as she does the danger that
her son was in, and is probably in yet,
can she be belidved he saysithat the
econversation about the insurance was in
the fall, and at that time there was no
$5000 or $4000 in existence; there was
only $2000 in the Home Circle.

She contradicted her son and his so-
called confession. Mrs. Manuel’s evidence
with reference to the dose in Hamilton—
she has suffered from talking this over
too much, as she said at the inquest he
had got “gomething” in Hamilton.

The evidence of so many, doctors mizht
indicate that the crown was somewhat
doubtful about their medical case. Ex-
cludinz the medical testimony, there is
the important statement tha4 there ‘was
a tobacco heart and functional disturb-
ances from emoking. Dr. Haight eaw
Ling getting the medicine and giving the
ezgnog and lemonade several times. The
evidence of Dr. Hill shows that _there
had been more drinkinz of late than
usual. With reference to the hospital
nhurse to take charze of the case, Mrs.
Hartley was a consentinz party to this,

Then there is the evidence of Constable
Allen, the man who has locally been work-
inz up the case, who has served a largze
number of summons, and who has assist-
ed the Government, officials, and Mr. Osler
arzued that the evidence of all constables
should be taken with care. They are
hunters of men and have the huating in4
stinet about them. They start with tha
conviction that a person is zuilty, and
not innocent. They say if there is inno-
cence let it be proven. The statementa
made by Constable Allen showed that
the relationship of the prisoner and Ling
was of Linz’s seeking and that the prison-
er ineffectively tried to stop theni.

Mr. Osler then touched upon the medi-
cal evidence and reviewad it briefly,
showing how the defence had no chance
to conduct any analysis of any parts of
the body in ovder to discover the cause
of death.

The prisoner listened very infently to
the. address, but scemed much M8tressed
and at several times showed gzreat indi-
cations of comgletely breakinz down.

Mr. Lount’s address to the jury was
brief and unimpassioned, consisting mere-
1y of a poncrete summary of the evidence.
During the epeech the prisoner sat wun-
moved and apparently little interested.

The Judje's Charge.

The judge’s pharge was strongly
against the prisoner. His Lordship :be-
gan his address to the jury at 5.16
o'clock. The prisoner, he said, ischarg-
ed with having murdered her husband by
administering poison to him. In order
to convict the Yrisoner you must find
that her husband died of: pyison, and that
the prisoner administered jthe poison to
him. It is sufficient in ldw if she was
party to the administering to another,
and it is not necessary to show that with
her own hand she gave it.| In this case,
the first thing to ascertain is, did Caleb
Hartley die from poison? {The evidence
of this is that prior to May 1, upon which
date he went to Hamilton, he was ap-
parently in good health, iﬁ you believe
this evidence. Then, if that| is the case,
what occasioned his illness pn that day?
He had been about the hoise and left
there to-go to . Harley to catch the
train for Hamilton. It is si{id that the
prisoner accompanied him at least a part
of the way, for a staied reason.
If he were ill at Harley Siition what
was the cause of illness ? Ujon his re-
turn from Hamiltoa he coimunicated
to his attendant physician hisipains when
at Harley. If poison were bdng admin-
jstered after the first of Mdy, - unless
Hartley took it himself for the purpose
of committing suicide, it mustlhave been
administered Dy some inmdce ‘of his
house. The only inmates werd the pris-
oner Henry Ling and Elsie Cdikwright,
but as to the latter it has b4 n shown
that she was “non compos | mentis.”
From the first examination maie by Dr.
Haight he thought that his pajlent, was
suffering from alcoholic excess.|{fe went
there on the Friday, having me | Hart-
ley and Lipg on the road returi hg from

Harley., Between the ‘Thursday and the
Monday Dr. Haight said that the patient
had {mproved, but on Tuesday he was in
a far worse condition than when he first
shw him. It went on gradually in that
way, the man apparently getting “a lit-
tle woree as far as the outward appear-
ance was coneerned. On Friday the symp-
toms were so alarming that the physician
decided on a consultation, but it was
postponed, although the attendant phy-
sician wasg fully convinced that irritant
poisoning was the cause of the sickness.

put some independent person on guard to
take possession  of the patient
and medicine in order that no
more doses might be administered. On
Saturday a conpsultation was held and
the evidence was brought forth, the
result of it that he came to the con-
clusion that Hartley was suffering from
arsenical poisoning. Dr. Hill did not
then think that the patient would re-
cover, but Dr. Haight thought there
was a possibility, although not a pro-
bability, that:the patient would live.

The physicians called said they firmly
believed that the man died from arseni-
cal poisoning. The analysis of Prof.
Ellis shows what he did, and states that
extracted from the contents of the por-
tions of the stomach and other organs
was over one-half grain of arsenic.

If you find he died from arsenical
poisoning, who administered it, or caus-
ed it tobe administered? If a dose were
given him on May 2, unless he took it
himself, ‘it is not unreastnable to say
that an inmate of the house did. It is
said for the defence that Ling because
an inmate of the housé on the previous
day. and, by reason of his immoral in-
tercourse, of which you have heard, that
he would take advantage of his position
to do away with Caleb Hartley. That
is the way it is put before you by the
defence, and a wvery forcible way.

Taking other
parts of the evi(ﬁmce, Ling says that
she. told him she had given him a dose
of rough on rats before his departure
for Hamiltor. If this was the case,
did it contain arsenic, and it is not un-
fairly said. by the \crown that it is a
poison for vermin, ywas said to be ad-
ministered by her, and if it was the only
thing administered to him, it was com-
posed of arsenje. If the communication
of Hartley to his physician is believed
he had no idea of his being dosed. TFhere
wag not only the’ evidence of Ling, but
the communications made to the prison-
er, if Nellie Quigg’s statements are be-
lieved. From what source did the
prisoner get information to the -effect
that deceased had got a dose in Hamil-
ton? It is not shown that any person
told her, and on account of this it is
urged by - the prosecution.that she had
?a knowledge of the poison which is sup-
posed to. be administered on the day he
went to Hamilton. As Ling on several
occasions asked to mix eggnog for- the
deceased, it i8 urged by the defence! that
Ling had ample opportunity to adminis-
ter  the poison,  but if Ling
did administer any poison, and that
goison was rough on rats, from whom

id“he procure this article? 1t is arzued
that he must have procured it from the
prisoner, who in that case, and with .a
knowledze of its administration, would
be equally guilty in the crime.
The Alleged Intimacy.

The intimacy of the relations between

the prisoner and Linz was commented
upon by His Lordship, and the reason of
the want of respect on the part of Ling
towards Mrvs. Hartley might be account-
ed for these intimacies. “If LinZz had not
been hired by Mr. Hartley, after hd had
been ordered to cease cominz around the
place, this lamentable case would hawv
never happened. ]
The other motive alleged to connec
the prisbner with the crime was the
insurance spoken of hy the different
witnesses,
Ling's story was then taken up in de-
tail by his Lordship, .and referred to
at considerable length. He states that
she made the startling disclosure to
deceased
a bizg dose of rough on rats before he
went to Hamilton and never expected
him back alive. After this statement
had been made to him, accordinz to his
story, he went to. Norwich with this
load on his mind, when it would be
thought that he would confide the
story to [Frederick Hartley, son
of the deceased, who was
‘present. in the house, or to the attending
physician that steps mizht be taken to
save,the life of the prisoner. If vou be-
lieve Rev. Mr. Best, which I think you
ouzht, you cannot believe the story of
the witness Linz, while in the witness
box. A strange thing in connection with
his conduct is that he denied havinz made
statements to various people, but he is
contradicted by every person whose name
was mentioned. He said he eould swear
that he ‘made no statements to Samuel
Graham, but Graham says that he did.
The story of the conversation alleged to
bhave taken place between Hiram
Farrell and - Ling was disposed
of in the same: manner by the
evidence. The matter of conversation
between Ling and Joseph Kelso was
similar, The veracity of Ling was
spoken of in the evidence of several re-
spectable people of the country.. With
reference to the evidence of the constable
the crimes in any couatry are brought
bhome to the perpetrators by the vigi-
lance of the police. It is the duty of
these officers to investigate the par-
ticulars in order to bring before the
jury all the facts of the case. It is
truly eaid that in some cases in which
there is overigeal the. officers, are apt
to distort some df the facts, but the
jury is to judge of the truth of the state-
ments made by the witnesses in their
evidence,

If the evidence points to the pris-
oner at the bar being a ‘party to the ad-
ministering, she/is as guilty as the party
who really did administer the poison.
Whatever appears to be your duty . in
this case, that duty. will be performed,
however painful it be. But with the duty
which the constitution imposes upon you
in - the administration of justice, it
is one of the highest duties, Above all
the law ought to be vindicated, and if
the jury reach an opinion of guilt they
should express it in their verdiet. 1f
the evidence reaches your minds that the
prisoner at the bar is guilty you should
express it in your verdict, but if there
be a doubt then the constitution gives
the prisener freedom.

Charge was concluded at 6.45 o’clock,
and the jury went out a few moments
afterwards. They returned at 10,20 with
& verdict of “Not Guilty.”

The iudge remarked that they had taken
a most mercifu] view of the cage, and that
with the evidence before them they would
have n justified in bringing in
quite another verdict.

Mrs. Hartley was released at once,and
is now ait the house of friends in the

ANOTHER SANDBAGGING CASE.

Struck Over the Head With a Plece of
Hose Filled With Shot—The
Assailants Espape.

While wending his way homewards
John 8. Porter, 156 Robert-street, was
sandbagged and robbed by three high-

waymen about midnight Saturday.

Porter, who is employed at the retail
store of Davies & Co., Queen-street, was
paseing along the north side of Wilcox-
street, between Spadina and Robert,
carrying a small valise containing some
liner and a few provisions, and when
nearing Robert-street saw three men in
the walk a few  feet ahead of him. As
he approached the men they stepped
agide as if to let him pass. Waiting
untjl he passed immediately by, one of
the two dealt him :a murderous blow
across the head with a heavy instru-
ment, felling him to the ground. As the
blow = was struck another of the
gang seized the valise from
Porter’s hand. Rendered  only par-
tially unconscious by the blow Porter
called so lustily, for help the neighbor-
hood was quickly arouscd, and when sev-
eral men appeared the robbers made off
without securinz anything more valu-
able than the valise and its contents.

Beyond a large
bruise on his head, Porter bears no ‘evi-
dence of his escapade,
