GOVERNMENT WILL GRANT $1,500
TOWARDS WINTER FAIR
; BUILDING

Several weeks ago it was announ-
ced in the Guide-Advocate that Dr.
J. B. Martyn, M. P. P., had inter-
viewed the Minister of Agriculture
regarding assistance in erecting &
building to accomodate the various
{ agricultural shows held in Lambton
during the winter months, and that
the Minister had promised to recom-
mend a grant for this purpose. The
following letter confirms the state-
ment.

| Dear Dr. Martyn:
{ I have given consideration to the
statement submitted by you in favor
of a grant for a Winter Fair Building
for Lambton County for the joint
uses of the Lambton County Corn
and Seed Shows, Poultry Show and
Dispersion Sale of Pure Bred Stock.
I have followed with much interest
the development of this and allied
activities in Lambton County, and I
am sure they have been of great
assistance in the development of the
County and in moulding the prosper-
ity of their various members. I
appreciate the interest which you
have always shown in matters of this
nature, and am glad to note that the
work of the Department has also
been of service in the development
which has taken place. Except for
the preliminary work which has al-
ways been carried on by these differ-
ent Asscciations I would be inclined
to regard the plans for a permanent
Winter Fair Building as somewhat
ambitious. The development which
has already taken place, however,
and the backing which the project is
receiving locally makes it much more
promising and reasonable. Under
these circumstances I feel that the
Government will be justified in assist-
ing the project to the extent of a
grant of $1500, and I will have
pleasure in recommending this at the
next Session of the Legislature. It
would, of course, be impossible to
pay it before that time, but if the
local Associations are in a position to
go ahead in the meantime I have no
doubt they will be able to arrange
the financing satisfactorily with this
agsurance. The Department will be
glad to keep in touch with the prog-
ress chyour plans and may be able
to assist with suggestions from time
to time.
