Where do Days Begin ? Choice Bacon Hogs at a Premium.

No other product of the farm is selling so 
well at the present time, comparatively 
speaking, as the first class bacon hog. Lust 
week as high us $0.25 per cwt. was paid on 
the Toronto market for hogs of this charac­
ter. As compared with Chicago prices for 
the best hogs this is fully $2 per cwt. higher. 
To briug this figure, however, the hogs must 
be of the highest class for bacon producing 
purposes. Both the breeding and the feed 
ing must be right or the top limit cannot be 
reached.

There is one thing that should he remem­
bered by the hog producer. So long as the 
packer is willing to pay a high premium for 
choice bacon hogs it is clear that that is the 
kind of hog which suits his trade best. At 
present the packer is willing to pay fifty 
cents more per cwt. for the choice bacon 
hog than for any other, and therefore there 
can be no doubt but that is the kiud of hog 
the farmer should produce. Those who have 
followed the markets closely during the past 
few years will have noticed that the distinc­
tion between a choice bacon hog and any 
other quality is becoming more marked. In 
other words the prices obtainable for choice 
bacon hogs and heavy, fat corn fed hogs are 
getting farther apart. We believe that the 
margin between these two classes of hogs 
will be greater than it is now. In fact we 
are inclined to the opinion that the packers 
do not make sutiicienl distinction as between 
the prices for choice bacon hogs and heavy 
fat hogs. If it is all important to the trade 
that the bacon hog should be produced and 
no other, a greater difference than fifty cents 
per cwt. should be made in the prices paid 
for the different qualities. If thick, fat hogs 
are not suitable for the export bacon trade, 
it seems strange that as high as $5.GO to 
$5.75 per cwt. should he paid for them on 
this market.—Fanning.

APPARENTLY THE POINT IS SOMEWHERE IN 
THE PACIFIC OCEAN. DOMINION ATLANTIC

RAILWAY
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Where do the days begin ? They must 
begin somewhere, and by a clever line of ar­
gument a writer in an English weekly figures 
out that the place where the days begin lies 
somewhere in the Pacific Ocean. A straight 
line does not define the place, but it runs 
zigzag among some of tho islands scattered 
over the broad expanse of water.

This is determined by the following rea 
soning; Seeing that as one moves westward 
the lime gets earlier, so that when it is Mon­
day noon in London it is some time on Mon­
day morning in America, it follows that if 
this principle were continued without limit 
all the way round the world at the san.e 
moment that it was noon in London it 
would also be 24 hours later—that is, Tues­
day noon in London. This is of course al-

Before the circumnavigation of the glole 
there was no difficulty of this kind. When 
the sun stood over London on Monday, it 
made Monday noon, and when it moved 
westward (in the common phrase) and stood 
over Dublin a little later it became Monday 
noon in that city, and then as the western 
limit of the known world was reached the 
sun dropped out of eight until the next morn 
ing, when it came up over the eastern hori­
zon and brought Tuesday morning. In this 
interval, therefore, the Sun was passing over 
the place when Tuesday began.

As discoverers pushed their way fart ht r 
eastward and westward this abyss became 
narrower and narrower until the place where 
time changed and the days became dwindled 
into a space no wider than a line. When 
the sun reached this line, time jumps for­
ward 24 hours from noon of one day to noon 
of the day following. The situation of this 
line depends on the chance of whether any 
given place was first discovered by a travel­
ler from the eastward or the westward.

As China was first discovered to the Eu­
ropeans by travellers from the west and 
America by voyagers from the east it is clear 
that the line which marks where the days 
begin lies between these two in the Pacific 
Ocean, and instead of being a straight line, 
zigzags about, dividing islands which hap 
pen to be discovered from the west.

There must be still many islands in that 
ocean where it is not yet decided to which 
side of the line they belong, and where, if 
one were put down, one would not know 
whether it were to day, to-morrow or yes­
terday. There must also be many islands 
there which, never having been permanent­
ly occupied by civilized people, change their 
day from time to time, so that a ship call­
ing there coming from China might arrive 
on Tuesday, while another ship calling at 
the same time from America would arrive cn 
Monday. There must also be people living 
so near to this line that by going a few miles 
they can leave to-day and get into to morrow 
or by going back can find yesterday.

A very fine cream salad dressing is made 
with the yolks of three hard boiled eggs, 
rubbed smooth with one tablespoonful of 
olive oil.

We 
are suprised beyond measure that some who 
have the uame of being reputable dairy folk 
should lend their countenance to this swin­
dle. The stuff that is put in is a powerful 
alkali, and even those who make it and rec­
ommend it admit that it must be “ used 
with care. ” Throw it to the dogs If pas­
teurized cream is naturally thin, so thin that 
patrons do not like it, then sell the cream 
uupasteurizjd. If the utmost care and 
cleanliness are obsi i \ 1 d with milk and cream, 
they never need ;

The richest and most delicate flavors can­
not be produced with inferior fruit or sugar; 
neither from the choicest kinds unless proper 
methods, vessels and utensils are employed:.

Sugar is used in canning to impart a more 
delicious flavor to the fruit, and has no “keep­
ing power.” The thorough expulsion of the 
air, and jars and rubbers so perfect that it 
canuot force its w ay in are what “ keeps ” it.

It is better to pare with a silver knife, for 
fruit will sometimes discolor before it can be 
finished and dropped in cold water.

The skins of peaches and plums may he 
easily removed l»y pouring boiling water 
over the frui', hut only a few should be­
taken at a time, and they should almost im­
mediately he plunged in cold water to pre­
vent softening.

The pita of cherries and peaches and the 
cores of pears impart a richness and delicacy 
of flavor that cannot he obtained in any 
other way.

There is more pectine (gelatinous matter) 
around the cores and skins of all kinds of 
fruit than in any other part, and in making 
jelly neither should be discarded.

Knots, black spots, stems and bioaaom 
ends should never be left on fruit when mak- 
j-dly.

After once coming to a Toil, fruit should 
cook slowly.

Agriculture Taught in Germany.

Germany has some educational ideas of 
value to its agricultural interests that might 
well be adopted in our land. Iu the Ger 
man country schools children, at an early 
age, begin to receive lecsona iu the element­
ary principles of Agriculture, horticulture, 
and animal husbandry, establishing in them 
a taste for such knowledge, and, by practical 
teaching, create a permanent interest in 
the industry to which their lives will be 
devoted. Such practical ideas of education 
give permanent, valuable results to the indi­
viduals who are taught, influencing their 
character, taste and methods throughout life, 
and a great material advantage to the entire 
social and industrial system of the state. 
The German farmers, very much as a result 
of their educatioual system, are almost with­
out exception successful farmers and content 
with their condition.

Salt should at all times enter into the 
food of the dairy cow, and it thouhl be given 
often. Salt enters largely into the mineral 
elements of milk, and as these elements are 
in scanty proportion in your grass it is there 
fore most needed in the spring and early 
part of summer. Both the quality and 
quantity of milk are considerably affected 
by withholding salt until the cows are 
hungry for it. Cows in full milk require 
more salt than at other times, and those 
that give the most milk require the most 
salt. In my experience I found by letting 
the cows go without salt for five days, quite 
a falling off in milk, both in quantity and 
quality ; a supply of salt at once restored 
them to their usual quantity. I give my 
cows about two tableepoonfuls every other

The highest 
yield of butter produced by any one cow in 
the season wa& four hundred and twenty-four 
pounds; the lowest was one hundred and 
twenty pounds. The average yield was two 
hundred and twenty-four pounds per cow. 
The highest average food cost of the butter 
produced by any one cow was twenty-two 
and two-tenth cents per pound; the lowest 
was eight and eight-tenths cents per pound ; 
the average was thirteen and three tenths 
cents per pound.

A cooking teacher tells of a manufactured 
cream that is worth knowing about in emer­
gencies, when the real article is not to be 
had. It, is made from the whites of t wo eggs, 
beaten stiff, with a tablespoonful if sugar 
and a teaspoonful of cornstarch. Half a cup 
of cold milk is added by degrees and all 
beaten together very stiff. A cup of milk is 
heated over the tire, with a small butter 
ball melted in it. This is allowed to come 
jaat to the boiling point, when it is removed 
to a cooler part of the stove and the beaten 
egg mixture added. When it has all thick­
ened very slightly to about the consistency 
of thick cream, it is taken off and strained 
cooled. This may be used as cream for 
serving with fresh or preserved fruits, hut 
it is needless to add it will not whip.
