' being the case, @it behooves us to
' guard against the enemy by taking
‘ measures as will re-
| duce the liability to infection.
| First of all, let us get a glimpse
into the life history of this great
disease-carrier. he female house-fly
!lays its whitis wheat-like eggs in
clusters of about 120 in decaying ani-
| mal and vegzetable matter, preferzbly
in horse manure. The eggs hatch in a
few hours and bring forth maggots
' which continue feeding and growing
| in the decaying mass for about six
days in° warm weather before chang-
ing to pupae within brown, pupa-
cases. After remaining about six days
2s inactive pupae the adult flies
emerge to begin a new brood. It will
be seen then that as it requires 12 or
13 days in warm weather for a com-
plete generation of the house-fly, the
season’'s progeny o¢f a single over-
wintered female may be incredibly
| large. For example, if on May 1st
one female deposits 100 eggs, 60 of

A DISINFECTANT.

SUGAR IS

In many parts of Europe it is cus-
tomary among the people to burn
sugar in sickrooms, a practice which
is considered by physicians as an in-
nocent superstition, neither beneficial
nor harmful.

Prof. Trilbert of the Pasteur insti-
tute at Paris has, however, demon-
strated recently that burning sugar
develops formic acetylene hydrogen,
one of the most powerful antiseptic
gases known. Five grams of sugar
(77.16 grains) were burned under a
glass bell holding ten quarts. After
the vapor had cooled Dbacilli of ty-
phus, tuberculosis, cholera, smallpox.
etc., were placed in the bell in open
ghass tubes, and within half an hour
all the microbes were dead.

If the sugar is burned in a clcsed
vessel containing putrefied meat or
the contents of rotten eggs, the offen-
sive odor disappears at once. The
popular faith in the disinfecting
qualities of burnt sugar appears
therefore to be well founded.—Scien-
tific American.
