Every year since, I have placed a hen, or a duck, inasmall coop
in the corn field, when the grain was springing up, and kept the
animal there for 2 or 3 days, and the coup fur ten days, with like
suceess.

A restless animal, or puultry, concealed in a box will effectually
deter crows from vigiting newly sown crops.
