tainod from the Sheriff showing that such
proosedings have Leen had against the
dobtor as bring Lim within the Adl; a
oopy of tho affidavit is to bo served on the
dobtor ; tho affidavit and 8Sheriff’s csrliti-
oate aro to be depositod with the County
Court Clork. Then if, within ten days
aftor the service, the olaim is not dis-
puted, the County Gourt Oloerk will de-
liver to the creditor a cortificato of tho
olaim ; this cortificato is to bo delivered
to the Bhetiff, and, from the timo of such
delivery, tho claimant is to bo deemed an
execution creditor, and entitled to share
with other exeontion credilors. On re-
ceiving the certificato the Sheriff is to
meke further seizure sufficient, if possible
to satisfy the now cloim. The object of
this procedure ig to avoid tie expense of
unnecessary suits. In caso of the debtor
disputing the claim he is to file with the
County Court Clerk an affidavit stating
that ho has a defence, and tho question
will be decided by the County Court Judge;
or where there is a dispute as to material
faots, or when the sum in controversy
exceeds $400, the judge may send the
matter to a superior court.

A Division Court judgment is to entitle
a‘oreditor to-equal fank’ with a creditor
holding a County Court judgment.

The judge is endowed with power to
graet time to the debtor where this cao
be done without injustice to the ereditor.

The procedure under the Act is exceed-
ingly eimple and inexpensive, and while
affordingoreditors all the protection whioh
it is in the power of tho Legislatare to
grant, will not be oppressive towards any
honést debtor. ,

Tt is but fair to add that tho clause in
the ““Administration of Justico Act, 1884,
which bringe into force tho Creditors’
Relief Act, was passed with the unani-
mous consent of both sides of the House."
