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This little book of forty-nine pages «devoted to the annual
report of « Butler ” reflects great credit on Dr. Alder Blwner,
the Superintendent, who has ‘done so much to bring this hospxtal
to the front rank of psychiatric institutions in America.

The book is artistically, and quite profusely illustrated, and
gives the reader an excellent conception of the delightful situa-
tion of the hospital; the nature of the scientific 'work being
done, and the means employed in the treatment, for e.g., ocen-
pation, ete.
