R. B. Ray spent several months in Millon
last summer, but not a word concerning him
or his work thare has appeared in Tus
CuRrisTIAN, W. F. Shaw labored six weeks
in Halifax, but nothing about his visit was
sent till long after he hud left.

A young man was habitnally preaching
vory pootical sermons— pleasing the people,
but not benefitting them. A minister of
experionce told him that 1f ho would pluck
gomo feathers out of the wings of his imag-
ination, and put them in the tail of his judg-
ment, ho would do more good. Ixperience
here uttered-words of wisdom.

It was at the Jast supper. It was on the
last evening of the Savour’s hife. Jesus said
to his chisf ministers—his apostles—“A ncw
commandmont I give unto you that ye love
one another, as & have loved you, that ye
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also love one anotner. By his shall all men
know that ye are my disciples if ye have love
one to another.” If instead of love, there
are bickering aud jealousy, suspicions and
ingnuations, contention und batred, all men
might safely conclude that thoy are noc
Christ’s disciples. The same test applies to-
day.

We learn from I'he Christian Evangelist
that F. M. Culvin of Waco, Toxas, thinks of
going into the ficld to hold revival services
in the churches. His special aim would be
to rovive the members, rather than to baptize
sinners. ITe believes that if professing Chris-
tiang were living soberly and righteonsly and
Godly, many would accept Christ and come
into the church, who tind .he inconsistent
lives of not u few church members a stumbl-
ing block. We would hke to direct Bro
Calvin’s attention to some churches in this
country that need to be purified rather thun
enlarged.

General Drake recently gave $1000 to aid
in paying off the debt on the W.C.°l. U.
bullding, Chicago. e is oue of the most
liberal men in our brothethood, giving large
ly to educational and missionary work. Ile
has given, we think, $100,000 to the College
that bears his name., He-is quoted in the
Christian Standard as sayiug. ‘“The sad-
dest thing 1n the world is the way men give
to support the work of the Lord. I have
borrowed money to puy my pledges, and have
givon till I felt it, and I tell you'I felt mighty
good over 1t. I bave beon prospered as I
have given,

The annual gathering of the Disciples of
Christ, in convention at Chattunooga, Tenn.,
was a great success. Fifteen hundred dele-
gates were present. Oan convention Sunday,
the Protesnant pulpits of the city were filled
by our preachers. The commnunion service
was held in the Auditorium in the afternoon.
Over two thousand Disciples participated in
it. ‘The two days before were occupied by
the sessions of the Christian Women’s Board
of Missions. During the year, the society
received $78,364.32 for home and foreign
missions, and a deficit has been turned intoa
surplus, The four days following Lord’s
day were given to the societies whose work
we report elsewhere.

The course of study
for Methodist preachers included such works

< History of the Christian Church.” The
young man says: ‘‘As a  Methodist
preacher, I am expected t> go into the pul-
pit and teach that affusion is the primitive
mode of baptism. But how can 1 do this
when the studies which our authorities put
in my hands, assert just the contrary? IHow
can I say that immersion originated in Eng-
land not later than 1633, when I am taught
that it oiginated with John the Baptist? The
same thing might trouble older men,

The Plebiscite receutly held resulted ia a
good majority for prohibition. Ivery pro-
vince but one called for the suppression and
annihilation of the hiquor traffic, Quebec—
ignorant, supoerstitious, priest-riddon Quebec,
vuted for the continuance of t1e inmritous
institution. But, in tho Dominion of Can-
ady, precedont says that the majority shall
rule. Benighted Quebec has no right to
stay the march of moral and social reform
when the Dominion majority goes that way.
Let the voicoe of the peoplo be hecded, and
lot Quobes be carried along on tho march up-
ward toward better social conditions and a
higher civilization.

Wo have heard of a new club. It is called
the Donkey Club, Its members are found
chiefly in cities. A New England minister
made an announcement like the following
for the one connected with his church : ““The
regular weekly meeoting of the Doukey Club
will be held toward the close of this service.
Lhe members will gather on the sidewalk
near the church door and wait for the ser-
vice to be dismissed; they will pass remarks
on the dispersing congregation, and then go
home with tho young ladies. Anyone who
accompumigs & young lady to church
hke a man, sits with her like a man, and
goes homo with her like a man, will ba ex-
pelled from the club.”

One of the foremost religious undenomina-
tional papers in the world, The Outlook,
says : ““I'e numerical increase of the Disei-
ples of Christ is remarkable; for not only is
tho percentage of growth greater than that
of any other of the large denominations,
but, unlike them, the Disciples have no con-
stituency from which to draw recruits by im
migration.” After stating that the Baptist
and Methodist bodies each gain but one per
cent; the Catholics, Presbytersans and Con-
grogationalists, two por cent; the Bpiscopal-
1ans, three per cont; and the Lucherns four,
the article continues: ‘But the Diciples of
Christ report a gain of five per cent, which
is more than double the average increass in
the United States.’” Significant facts.

Isaac Selby was a noted * ustralian infidel
lecturer—the Ingersoll of tue country. He
was a clever debuter and a formidable antag-
onist.
