TaE Bishop of Gibraltur has lately been visit-
ing the English congregations at Naples, Pal-
moro, Mursala, Multa, Gibraltar, Mulags, aod
Burcelona, On reaching the French frontier
on Monday, the Tth, on his return to Cannes,
he was detuined for three days and nights by
the enow, which had blocked the line, first at
Corben, and then at Porpignan, At Cerben he
had to remain for two nights and days in the
railway curriage, except when, in the fuce of
an icy wind, he waded through the snow to the
buftfet for food. In accomplishing the journey
from Gibraltar nine duys und four nights wore
spent by him and Mr., Sandford in the train,
The Bishop purposes at the end of next month
to start on snovher tour of visitation to Atbens,
Constantinople, Bucharest and Odessa.

St. Mary's Church, Lutterworth, famous as
the place whers John Wycliff was once ractor,
has been lately enriched by the gift of twa new
bells presented by Mr. T. F. Bluckwell, of Har-
row Weald. At the same iime the six old
bells have been rehung on o mew steol frame-
work by Messrs, Taylor, of Loughborongh, and
other restorations have been carried out in the
tower at a total cost of over £400. The dedi-
cativn service, authorized by the Bishop of the
Diocese, was said by the Dean ot Peter-
borough, who, with the other clergy and choir,
stood under the western tower. ‘T'his wis fol-
lowed by Chorul livensong said by Cuuon
Alderson, rector of the parish, the Dean
preaching the sermon, Peals on the eight

bells were rucg after tho serv ice by rners
from Loughborough. It may be interesting to
add that, in addition to the above peal, there
is a small pro-Roformation bell still in uae and
rung before every celebration of the Holy Com-
munion,

An TnctpENT IN HisToRY.—To the meeting
of Contocation, held December 4, 1689, the
King (William) sent & message in which he
spokeof “ his interest for the Protestant religion

in general and of the Church of England in par-
ticular,” The Urrer Housk quickly agreed in
Lheir answer, thauking the King for his mes-
gage, and requestod the concurrence of the
Lower House. The Lower Housk, however,
refused to consont to an expression which iden-
tified the English Church with foreign Protes-
tantism, and claimed the right of drawing up
their own uddress ; ultimately tho matter was
patched up to the dissatisfaction of the Bishops,
and un address of thanks was presented to the
King in wbich the word Protestant, as applied
to the English Church, was omitted.~— Hore :

COLORADO, US.A,

Things in the silver State of Colorado are
looking from all directions, spirilual and tem-
poral, better, It has been found, after some
trial, that in small towns and mining camps
that are not in full working order, services held
once a month by a live priest are more satisfac-
tory than if held every Sunday by some clergy-

men not in good health, or by some one too ad-
vanced in years, To these monthly services
most {requently vory large congregutions tarn
out, Mauy questions about the Church are
arked and unswered ; quite a number of Roman-
ists seel informativn and help to swell the
numbers at every service; some already have
been received intu our Chnreh., In Fueblo, the
second city of the State, the old St. Peter's
church, through thoe too hopeful real estate
spirit of a furmer vesiry, have lost all their
property and have a cash debt against them-
selves of nearly §4,000, besxides $1,200 owing to
a former Churhwarden now in another part of
the State. The majority of old St. Poter’s con-
gregntion in 1891 started a new Mission ¢hiirch
called the Ascepsion ; since 1891 it has bacome
a Parish, and has now on its Communion roil
more names thun when there was one church
on the north side ot this city. Although he-
ginning from the bottom, this congregation
has worked away until it has become more
prospercus than the old church ever was, The
altar ornaments are expensive and beautiful,the
Holy Communion service a8 a whole being the
most costly in the State, being valued at §250.
A vested choir of boys, girls snd men were
slarted for the first time Christmas Day, Last
Easter the offerings in this charch were larger
tbun uny other in this ciLy, not omitling the
Roman Catholics, The perfect psace and hard
work done in this Purish is most gratitymng to-
all concerned. If the division of the old congre-
gation had never taken place in 1891,the whole
