HOW TO DESTROY MOS-
QUITOES.

To those who are troubled with this
cheerful and sonorous insect we recom-
mend the plan of mosquiticide recom-
mended by L. O. Howard of the entomo-
logical division of the Department of
Agriculture in Washington, and applied

with brilliant success by the Rev. John
D. Long, of Long Island. Fourcrude

kerosene oil over the pools or ponds
where mosquitoes are wont to propagate.
The oil spreads in an infinitesimally fine
film upon the surface of the water and
effectually destroys not only all mosqui-
toes but also all aquatic larve. Four
ounces of crude coal oil completely des-
troyed the mosquitoes breeding in a pool
of sixty square feet 1n the Catskilis, One
gallon of this oil, says the Rev. Mr. Long,
will protect a pond 100 feet square for
ten days under ordinary conditions. ~ A
considerable stretch of territory could be
protected through an entire season with
four or five barrels of the crude oil. This
would be far cheaper than mosquitu net
ting and immeasurably more effective.
