Report of meeting, held the 8th of April.

Present: Ald. Dagenais, chairman, Couture, Marchand,
Leclaire and Nelson.

Resolved: That the Medical Health Officer be authorized to
report upon the value of a disinfecting brick said to con-
tain 10 per cent, of carbolic acid, to be used in the watering
of streets.

Resolt_/cd: To receive the letter of Mr. J. P. L. Bérubé,
cencerning the, use of a room in the upper part of St
Lawrence market, for the practical examination of plumbers.

Resolved: 'That the Sanitary FEngineer be authorized to
have certain plumbing diagrams framed at a price not to
exceed $1.25 each diagram; and that he be allowed to spend
$15 for tools required for said examinations. ‘

. Resolved: That the model uniform for the sanitary po-
lice made by Mr. Benjamin be accepted ; the price to be paid
flor the same to be 25 per cent over that of the lowest ten-
erer.

Resolved: 'That the specifications for the said uniforms,
now before the Committee, be adopted.

Resolved: That a sub-committee composed of the chair-
man and aldermen Nelson and Couture be appointed to re-
port on the question of the establishment of “Chalets de
nécessité ” throughout the City; and that they meet on
Tuesday next, at 2 o’clock p.m., to consider the said ques-
tion.

Resolved: 'That the draft of regulations for the sanitary
police be adopted: and that the chairman be authorized to
have the same printed.

Resolved: 'That the notorial answer of the Montreal Water
and Power Co, to the protest of the City, against the qua-
lity of the water supplied to St. Denis ward by the said
Company be received.

The committee considered the report of the sub-committee
appointed to examine the candidates for the position of ins-
pector of fish and vegetables.

Resolyed: That the Medical Health Officer be authorized
to purchase 2000 yds. of “Stick-um-Phast” for use in the
disinfection service, at the price of $3.15 a thousanfl.

Resolved: 'That the letter of the Sanitary Engineer re
repairs to his office be referred to the City Hall committee.

Rsolved: That the sale of the old horse used for the dis-
infection service, at the Civic Hospital, Moreau St. for the
sum of $15, be approved. SRV

Resolved: That reports be made to Council asking for the
sttm of $2000 to pay outstanding accounts and to meet cur-
rent expenses for measures for the extirpation of small
pox; and $200 for the maintenance of the Civic Hospital.
