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THE SEWAGE FARM AND HYGIENE

In view of the improvements o be made in running the
sewage. system -in St. Denis ward (the working o
which was complained of by the Village of Ahuntsic
before the courts who decided in its favor) Mr. Stuart
Howard submitted last week to the Road Commilttee
the jollowing memorandum which was concurred in
by the Superintendent of the water works :

Dear Sir:—
I herewith send you profile of sewer from Bélanger street
to the Back River, passing through the Sewage Farm pro-

perty.

The 3 x 4 6” sewer on Bélanger street is capable of
taking when running full, 27 c. feet per second, whereas the
area at 1”7 per hour would give 20 c. feet. I have, however,
calculated the 4” circular sewer to take at the Back River
55 c. feet per second,” which 1 think will be perfectly safe,
as this sewer would gather water en route. :

In order to meet the requirements of the authorities of
the Village of Ahuntsic, by discontinuing the discharge of
water from the St. Denis ward and the Sewage Farm, into
the open ditch running through the village, and which they
claim is a nuisance, we can construct a 4 0" circular sewer
from the cross ditch at the end of the present farm, marked
B to the Back River zt A; this will cost approximately $45,-
000.00. : :

The farm itself should be put into proper working order,
by converting the 2nd part of our property or about 8 acres
into a receiving reservoir, capable of holding about 4,000,000
gallons, equivalent to a little over 2 days discharge from St.
Denis ward during freshets. This water would filter into
the ground and evaporate alse, and would have overflows
into ‘the timber ditch at B’ discharging into the brick main
sewer. .

The work of utilizing the farm, repairing and alterations,
in order that the beds can be properly cultivated, (as with-
out cultivation the farm cannot work) would include the
grading of the 2nd part of the farm, building embankments
to form a reservoir, the construction of a timber ditch lining
at B’, alterations to the supply pipes to the beds, cleaning
ditches, etc., will cost $6,000.00.

These -changes -would permit of the farm being utilize
at.all times, so that no crude sewage would be discharged
fnto the river, the main sewer, taking only filtered sewage,
and during freshets, water so diluted that the percentage of
sewage would be almost nil, and would, I am sure, meet all
the requirements of the Village of Ahuntsic. It is absolutely
necessary to work the farm, as should the same be closed,
