B. Exchanges between the Ministry of Higher and

Secondary Specijialized Education of the USSR

and Canadian Institutions

Both sides agreed:

1. To exchange annually between the Ministry of

Higher and Secondary Specialized Education (MINVUZ) and

Canadian institutions on a reciprocal basis from three to
five professors and specialists from each country, to do
research in pure and applied sciences, in the social
sciences and in the humanities for periods of from one to
five months up to a total of ten person-months. On the
Canadian side these professors and specialists are to be
financially supported by the Department of External
Affairs. On the invitation of the receiving side,

participants may deliver separate lectures and reports;

2. To exchange graduate students and post-doctoral
scholars, to further their studies and to conduct research
in the pure and applied sciences, in the social sciences,
the humanities and the arts. Annually from 8 to 20
persons will be exchanged from each side (including two
persons in the field of culture and the arts) for a term
from 6 to ten months in each case, including five-week

courses before the beginning of the academic year to i
