1 have the honour to refer to the Agreement between the Government
Trinidad and Tobago and the Government of Canada on Commercial Sch
uled Air Services, signed at Port of Spain on August 11, 1970.

In Article 21 of this Agreement, it is provided that the Agreement V
corne into force "definitively from the date laid down in an exchange
dilomatie notes, such exchange to take place after each Contracting Pa
has obtained whatever approval may be required constitutionally by 1
Contracting Party concerned."

I have the honour to propose, pursuant to instructions of my GovernmE
that notes be exchanged in accordance with the foregoing provision exprE

ing the agreement of the two Governments that the above-mentioned Agr
ment will corne into effect definitively fromn the date of the present exchar
of notes.

Accordingly the Government of Trinidad and Tobago will consider t]
this note, together with your note in reply, will constitute the exchange
diplomatic notes whereby the above Agreement will enter definitively i:
force effective the date of your Excellency's reply.
