
4. The dispute may, by the mnvestor concerncd, be submitted to arbitration under:

(a) Thie International Centre for the Settiement of Invesiment Disputes
(ICSD), estabshed pursuant to the Convention on the Seulement of
Investment Disputes betwcen States and Nationals of other States,
opcned for signature ai Washington 18 Match, 1965 (ICSID
Convention), provided that both the disputing Contracting Party and the
Contracting Party of the mnvestor are parties to the ICSID Convention;
or

(b) the Additional Fadility Rules of ICSID, provided that either the
disputing Contracting Party or the Contracting Parby of thc investor,
but not both, is a party to dic ICSID Convention, or

In case neither of thc procedures meniioned above is available, the investor
may submit flhc dispute to an international arbitrator or ad hoc arbitration tribunal
established under flic Arbîtration Rules of the United Nations Commission on
International Trade Law (UNCITRAL).

5. Each Contraing Party hereby gives ita inconditional consent to the
submission of a dispute to international arbitration ini accordance with flic
provisions of idis Article.

6. (a) The consent given under paragraph (5), bogether with either flhc consent
given under paragraph (3), or the consenis given miter paragraph (12),
sïhail satisly the requireinenta for:

(i) writtcn consent of the parties to a dispute for purposes of
Chapter il (Jurisdiction of the Contre) of flic ICSED Convention
and for purposes of tic Additional Facility Rules; and

(ii) an *agreemcnit in writing" for purposca of Article fl of the
United Nation Convention for the Recognition ami Enfocement
of Forcign Arbitral Awards, donc ai New York, lune 10, 1958
(-New York Convention"').

(b) flic venue for any arbitration under dbis Article shall be sucb so as to
ensur enforceabiity uniter the New York Convention, ami dlaimts
submitted to arbitradmo shail be considered to arise out of a commercial
relaiionship or transaction for the purposes of Article 1 of ltai
Convention

7. A tribunal esiablished under ibis Article shail decide tic issues i dispute in
accordanoe with ibis Agreement and applicable rotes of international law. -An
Interpretation of thIIs Agreement to wblch both Contracting Parties bave
agreed "hl be blndlng upon the tribunal.

8. A tribunal may order an interim measure of protection to preserve Uic rights of
a disputing party, or to ensure ltai Uic tribunal's jurisdiction is made fully
effective, including an order to preserve evidence i Uic possession or contol
of a disputing party or to protect Uic tribunal's jurisdiction. A tribunal may
not order atlacbment or enjoin Uic application of the measure alteged to
constitute a brcach of ibis Agreement. For purposes of ibis paragrapb, an
order includes a recommendation.

9. A tribunal may award, scparately or in combination, only:

(a> monetary damages ami any applicable intercat;
