
ARTICLE IV

Authorlty

1. The Parties shaU commuicate through diplomatic channels or other
channels agreed to by the Parties with the autority responsible for perfonning
the functions cnvisaged in this Treaty.

2. For the purposes of paragraph 1 of this article, the designated autority
shalh be, in relation to the Argentine Repblic, the Ministry of Justice, Security
and Human Rîghts; i relation to Canada, the Solicitor General of Canada.

ARTICLE V

Information and consent

1. The competent authorities of the Sentencing State shall infonn ail
offenders who are nationals of the other Party about the substance of this
agreement.

2. The consent of the offender to bc transferred shall be stated in wuiting,

3. The formalities for the expression of consent shail be governed by the
law of the Sentencing State.

ARTICLE VI

Requests and replies

I1 The offender may present his or bier request for transfer to the
Sentencing State or the Receiving State.

2. The request for transfer may be made by the Sentencing State or the
Reoeivig State.

3. Requests and replies shall be made in writing and communicated
without delay to the Parties referred to in Article IV throuzgh the chaimel
described in that referred article.

4. The Receiving State aud the Senteucing State shall retain absolute
discretion to approve or refuse the transfer.
