
(c) Are free to leave any country, including their own;

(d) Are flot deprived, arbitrarily or on the. basis of disabllity, of the
right to enter their own country.

2. Children with disabilities shall be registered immnediately aftcr birth and
shall have the. right froin birth to a naine, the. right to acquire a nationality and,
as far as possible, the right to know andi be careti for by their parents.

Article 19
Living independently andi being included

in the communlty

States Parties to the present Convention recognize the. equal right of al
persons with disabilities to live in the. community, with choices equal to others,
andi shail talc. effective andi appropriate measures to facilitate full enjoynient b>'
persons with clisabilities of this right andi their full inclusion and participation in
the community, including by ensuring that:

(a) Persons with disabilities have the. opportunit>' to choose their
place of resitience andi where and with whom they> live on an equal basis with
others andi are flot oblip-ed to live ini a varticular livin2 arraninent:
