A PROCLAMATION

W HEREAS Our Parliament of Canada stands prorogued to the ninth day of
the month of August, 1948, at which time, at Our City of Ottawa, you

were held and constrained to appear.

NOW KNOW YE, that for divers causes and considerations, and taking into
consideration the case and convenience of Our Loving Subjeets, We have thought
fit by and with the advice, of Our Privy Council for Canada, to relieve you,
and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforcsaid, hercby convoking and
by these presents enjoining you and each of you, that on Friday, the sevcnteenth
day of the month of September, 1948, you meet Us, in Our Parliament of Canada,.
at Our Ci.ty of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state and welfare of'
Canada and ýtherein to do as may secm necessary. HEREIN FAIL INOT.
