LEGISLATION RELATING TO CONTROL AND

OWNERSHIP

On the orders of the day:

Right Hon. W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Leader of the Opposition) : Mr. Speaker,
will the Prime Minister (Mr. Bennett) advise
if it is the intention of the government to
introduce legislation during this session on the
subject of radio broadcasting and ownership
control?

Right Hon. R. B. BENNETT (Prime Min-
ister): Mr. Speaker, until the report of the
committee dealing with this matter is tabled
in this bouse, obviously I can make no an-
nouncement with respect to this matter. The
question asked by my right hon. friend affords
me an opportunity to say that my attention
bas been directed to a report in the news-
papers indicating that certain discussions took
place during a caucus of the government
party. What transpires at caucuses is not sup-
posed to be a matter of discussion and I have
pleasure in informing the bouse that this
matter was not discussed in any way. The
government would not anticipate the action
of the committee by suggesting what the
report of the committee sbould be. It is
obvious that a committee composed of the
gentlemen who compose this committee would
not take kindly to any such suggestion, even
if it were made as it will not be. The hon.
member for North Waterloo (Mr. Euler) and
the former Minister of Marine (Mr. Cardin)
are sufficient guarantee of the fact that this
committec would not appreciate a suggestion
from the government as to what its report
should be, even assuming that such a sug-
gestion were in the minds of the government,
which it is not.

Mr. EULER: I assume that that statement
covers the report that the Minister of Marine
