On section 7-Contract of insurance.

Mc. MacNICOL: Is any part or purpose
ef the corporation the establishing of depots
in foreign countries to which exporters in this
country can ship large numbers of trucks or
boilers or radiators or tubs or manufacturing
equipment, and te which dealers in the other
countries can go and purchase and take away
such equipment?

Mc. MacKINrlNOIN: No.

On section 8--Liability under contracts out-
standing.

Mr. BLACKMORE: Wbat page are we on?

The ACTING CIIAIRMAN (Mr. Golding):
Page 4.

Mc. BLACKMORE: Would it not be pos-
sible te have the bill drafted in such a form
as te enable members te know exactly what
it will look like when it is finished? As it
stands, certain portions are repealed and other
portions substituted thecefor, and it would
take a Plîiladelplîia iawyer te tel! wbat it
really looks like in its completed focm. I
object strenuousiy te passing the bill in this
way.

Mr. ST. LAURENT: The bill is dcawn
in the usual form of amending bis. There
are cules cf tlîe bouse whieh govern the mari-
nec in whiclî amending statutes are te be
submitted. The rule is tlîat if a change is te
made in a section or subsection the section is
te be repeilled and reenacted with the change,
and it is usual te set eut in the explanatory
note showing the form in wlîich it was before.
I understand the hon. gentleman's suggestion
te be tlîat tue wlîole act should be repealed
and reenacted se that he wouid have the
entire statute before bim. But that is not
requiccd by the- rtiles of the bouse, and 1 tlîink
it wocild occasion considerable delay in deai-
ing w-Ph amendments if, in order te have an
amendîlnent, y-eu liad te repeal and reenaet the
w-hole statuite. It w-euld substantially increase
the time dcx oted te its consideration.

M\r. BLACKMORE: I grant ail that, but
mi'y feeling is Iliat titis net is an important
one. and notlîing bas been said in my heacing
uip te the precrint time, nec anything that
I liave so fac apprehlended, thiat suffices te
show wviî the preamble should be repealed.
Tiîe preamble is te be repealed, we are told,
bccase it is net consistent with certain amend-
ments made in the net. Weil. the preamble
looks like a very good one and, if it is te be
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repealed, I find it difficuit to understand
what the act is ail about. I raise the question
because 1 think we are going too fast, and
I serious]y doubt whether many members can
get anything like a comprehlensive and con-
sistent grasp of that which we, are undertaking
to do.

Mr. MacKI,ý1NNON: I an quite sure the
lion. gentleman couic! not have been in the
lbeuse whien I made my statement. May 1
point out to h1tri citai unle preambie bas been
carried. However, perhaps I shall bc nllowed
to make this brief comment in answer te what
lie lias said. The preamble te t.he net is
heing dclcted since in itsclf it lias ne for-ce
and effeet and is refercd te enly in the event
ef clarification being required in cennection
with any particular clause of thte net. Rathter
ihan haý,e the preamble amcended te mnake
sure tbat it clearly refiects ail the propoecd
cîînuges. we are deleting it cntirely.

Mi. BLACKMORE: That is precîsely the
kind ef thing that weuld fil! nie w ith
apprelbcnsien. May 1 rend what the preamibie
Say$? It is truc wc have already passed it.
but I arn raising this qîustion becauisoe, as I
have pointe(i out. I tliink we arc new geing
tee fas~t, er at any rate fast enough te tax
the erdinary mm rsability te follow~ the
proce-redingg, wben ther bill is made up of a
lieîlgfe-pocdgc of repeals and substitutions. The
prcani)le leek, consistent te me and, if semre-
thing is being c'hanged in the act wbich cenders
the preamible ret in accerdance with the act
itsclf, then I find m,%self ccally coecr rned
asý te what the net will look like, when it is
finished.
