
had in Washington with Senator Mansfield
of Montana.

I went down to see Senator Mansfield to
flnd out one or two things from him. I wanted
to know, for instance, whether it was correct
that at some point in the proceedings the
Americans were prepared to drop the Libby
project fromn the treaty. Senator Mansfield
made no bones about it. He said: I told them.
on more than one occasion that I was quite
prepared to drop my demands for the Libby
dam if that was the price we had to pay for
the treaty. This, in spite of the fact that the
Libby dam was, as he said, extremely im-
portant to hlm politically as the senator fromn
Montana, the state in which the dam would
be situated. It indicated something else to
me. It indicated that the Americans are much
more in need of this treaty than Canada is,
and to have gone into the bargaining room
under the impression that the Amnericans had
to be coaxed to corne here was a piece of
infantile nonsense and a complete misreading
of the situation facing the United States today
both with regard to their water requirements
and with regard to their requirements in the
field of flood control. I arn convinced that had
we been represented by more resolute and,
perhaps, better equipped negotiators it might
have been possible to have returned with a
treaty which would protect the rlghts of Can-
ada much more effectively than this document
does. May I cail it ten o'clock?

Mr. Martin (Essex East): I wonder if I could
suggest to the hon, gentleman who is making
a very interesting speech, although he would
flot; expect me to say that I agreed with it,
that he continue his remarks until they are
completed?
