Natu-
rally, that will depend on both currents and winds. I know
that at the present time violent winds are blowing. The
United States have recegnized that the spilî is their re-
sponsibility, they are taking steps te prevent the crude
fromn reaching the Canadian side. But we have ne assur-
ance that it will net, and we are working with them te
reduce damages te a minimum.
