by deleting Clause 8.

"669. The sentence ta be pronounced againat a persan
(ai) whose sentence of death is commuted ta iînprisoniment for lite
or who is ta be sentenced ta împrîsonmrent for lite for an offence
under subsection 214(3) or paragraphs 214(5)(b) or (c) shaîl be that
he he sentenced ta împrîsanment for lite wîthout eligibiity for
parole untîl he bas served twenty-five years of his sentence;
(b) who is ta be sentenced ta împrîsornment for lite for second
degree murder, shaîl be that he be sentenced ta imprisornment for
lite wîthout eligibilîty for parole untîl he has served at leait ten
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
