1 have said let's use this information in an open manner and,
as we will do on May 16 and May 17 at a national conference
of Healtb Ministers, look at the future together. Maybe we
could use this kind of information. 1 believe it is there. It might
bave to be bolstered a bit, but 1 would rather go the route of
co-operation than set up another superstructure whicb would
really give us the information I think we already bave.
