'This is not because a
three-fifths vote is sometimes re-
quired for repeal. There are about
a hundred municipalities in which
local option bylaws could be re-
pealed by bare majorities. having
been carried on the majority plan
before the three-fifths require-
ment came into cperation. More-
over, the defeats of repeal move-
ments which have come about
during the past three years were
not aided by the three-fifths re-
quirements, as in every such con-
test there was a substantial ma-
jority in favor of sustaining the
local option bylaw.

“In 1909 there were 97 Ontario
municipalities where repeal con-

+tests were possible. Bar-room ad-
vocates were only able to bring on
29 contests, and they were beaten
i 27 6f these.
