IMPwithout difficulty In the pages of his­
tory. But the conflict now raging In 
Europe involves tar more radical and 
fundamental Issues. Its result Is not 
going to be a more or less permanent 
change on the map of Eur­
ope or (the transfer from one 
flag to another of territories in unknown 
or partially known lands. What Is 
presented In this war Is a struggle to 
the death between might and right. It 
Is a revival of the ages-long contest 
betVeen tyranny and freedom—be­
tween the rule of *the sword and the 
rule of righteousness and law.

Notwithstanding the earlier suc­
cesses In Belgium and France, and the 
later In Poland and Russia, Germany 
has failed to accomplish the purpose 
of the war. Instead of a brief and con­
tinuously victorious campaign, the 
German armies are now faced by 
forces equal ito their own and by re­
serves they cannot hope to equal. It 
does not much matter how far they 
can penetrate Russia so long as they 
find a stripped country and are yet 
confronted by an unbroken Russian de­
fence. This great German drive may 
be, as Is claimed, unrivaled in history. 
Even more unrivaled has been the 
Russian retreat and In the end 
the final judgment will rest with the 
combatant that survives.

V Great Britain would never have en­

gaged in war for the purpose of terri­
torial aggrandizement. The main con­
cern of the empire is not extension of 
area but consolidation and develop­
ment along the line of free self-gov­
ernment and co-operation. But It has 
every day become Increasingly evident 
that the German menace was not con­
fined to Europe. Wherever Germans 
have gone, whether ostensibly as col­
onists or openly as conquerors, they 
have carried with them secret and hos­
tile designs against their neighbors. 
They spent million on millions, not to 
render their colonies self-supporting, 
but to make them bases for aggressive 
action. It was all part and parcel of 
their dream of a world where Germany 
would occupy the throne and levy trib­
ute from vassal nations.

Nowhere has the mischievous activ­
ity of the Germans been more signally 
unveiled than In Africa, where they 
were willingly given an opportunity to 
take their place In the sun. The parts 
of Africa best suited for white settle­
ment had long been pre-empted when 
they entered the field, 
southwest they had a territory furnish­
ing a certain opportunity for the build­
ing up of a real colony. But here as 
In their tropical and sub-tropical pos­
sessions on the same continent they 
pursued the methods of the plotter and 
intriguer rather than those of the build­
er and maker. With complete disre­
gard of the problem offered by the 
large native population, Germany com­
pelled them Into a condition nothing re­
moved from slavery and murdered and 
plundered at will. In self-defence the 
European nations that have African 
possessions must require German with­
drawal from that continent.

THE GEORGIA LYNCHING.

Nashville (Tenn.) Banner: The 
lynching of Leo Frank is the consum­
mation of a hysteria that has prevailed 
in Georgia in respect to the crime of 
which he was accused.

The riotous conduct that followed 
Gov. Slaton’s commutation of Frank's 
sentence brought evil- repute oh the 
state and the lynching is a stigma that 
will never be obliterated.

It is incidents like this that have 
brought on the south the unjust com­
parison of this section to regions of 
backward civilization like Mexico and 
the Balkans, and some Impression like 
that concerning the south will more 
or less prevail until such disgrace­
ful happenings no longer occur.

There have been many Instances in 
which prisoners were taken from the 
custody of officers and from county 
jails and made the objects of mob 
violence, but this, so far as The Ban­
ner is informed, is the first Instance 
where a mob has invaded 
prison. It was an affront to the dig­
nity and authority of the state that 
should surely be resented to the ut­
most if the state government Is to re­
tain the respect of the outside world 
and the semblance of authority over 
Its own citizens.

Unless some future revelation clears 
the matter, there will always be a 
doubt as to Frank’s guilt. The full 
and very clear review of the case made 
by Gov. Slaton when he commuted the 
sentence gave ample ground on which 
a doubt may be founded. The unani­
mous voice of the press outside of 
Georgia sustained the governor’s con­
clusions. He was brave to stand 
against the mob hysteria that prevail­
ed in Georgia respecting Frank and 
which the lynching has served to em­
phasize.

But without regard to Frank’s guilt 
or Innocence, the lynching was an out­
rage that cannot be condoned. Such 
an insult to state authority and over­
throw of the law will do more harm 
than would be possible from any In­
dividual miscarriage of justice.

It was a most deplorable affair, the 
more so because the reputation of the 
whole south, tho quite unjustly, will 
be made to suffer in consequence of 
the lawless deed.
